The Committee “at 26C":

authorised NAMSA, as described in the document, the Environmental Baseline
Study for KAF in the amount of EUR 275000 (EUR 250,000 EBS plus
EUR 25,000 PMC) to be charged to serial 2008/5VA30480-0;

noted the statement by SHAPE confirming that the project met only the minimum
NATO military requirement;

noted that there were no NATO O&M costs associated with this reguest;

noted that the project was in support of Non-Article 5 NATO Led Operations and,
therefore, the provisions of AC/4-D(2007)0003 applied;

noted that the requested amount was within Level 2 (EUR 200,000 minus
EUR 500,000 for projects with civil works only) and that accordingly the host
nation would make use of the discretionary methods listed in above provisions, i.e.
Limited Competition with solicitation of bids from at least three eligible bidders;
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noted that, in line with the provisions of the Implementation Management
Procedure, the contracts were to be awarded by 31 August 2008; the host nation
should submit the contract nofification within 30 days from the date of contract
award/signature;

invited the host nation to submit a formal request for final inspection (JFA!) no later
than six months after completion of the works, i.e. within six months of the date on
which the host nation first accepted the completed works from the confractor; if the
works were subject to provisionai acceptance, the six-month period commenced
on the provisional acceptance date;

noted the statement by International Staff, in response to Germany, the
Netherlands and Italy, that in accordance with NATO policy the polluter would be
responsible for potential clean-up action; if required, this would be addressed at
the stage of identifying the issue;

noted the request by the United Kingdom inviting SHAPE to examine whether and
if so, which studies on environmental issues were being performed for ISAF.
