Exceptional Cost Plans (ECPs) Changes

ADCYF will implement a standardized process for approving ECPs

A Committee comprised of regional representatives, headquarter
representatives, and subject matter experts on special needs programs such
as DDA

A Creates consistency statewide

A Allows DCYF to identify trends where more supports may be needed for
children and youth with certain characteristics




Transition for Children and Youth Currently in Care

AStarting January 1, 2024, children and youth in licensed homes that are
currently in care must have a levelrlentered inFamLinkso that the new
foster care reimbursement rates are generated

ADCYF will send out notifications of the new lev&lih November or
December 2023 so licensed caregivers know the new level and rate that
will go into effect January 1, 2024

ARegular 6 month assessments will stop for the remainder of 2023 and start
again in January 2024
