ENGROSSED SUBSTITUTE SENATE BILL 5187 Sec. 229

(25) $3,750,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2024 and $3,750,000 of the
general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2025 are provided solely for tribal early learning
grants to be distributed to providers with tribal children enrolled in early childhood education and
assistance program, early ECEAP, childcare, head start, early head start and home visiting programs.
Grants will be administered by the department of children, youth and families office of tribal relations
and may be awarded for purposes including but not limited to culturally appropriate mental health
supports for addressing historical trauma, incorporating indigenous foods, culturally-responsive
books and materials, staff professional development, curriculum adaptations and supplements, tribal
language education, elders and storytelling in classrooms, traditional music and arts instruction, and
transportation to facilitate tribal child participation in early childhood education. Of the amounts in
this subsection, the department may use $143,000 in fiscal year 2024 and up to $136,000 in fiscal year
2025 to cover associated administrative expenses.
