Repealed: WAC 110-720-0010, 110-720-0020, 110-720-0030, 110-720-0040, 110-720-0050 
Amended: WAC 110-03-0020, 110-03-0490  

REASON FOR ADOPTION:   
This rulemaking is a result of Substitute House Bill 2050 which repeals parent pay in Washington State.  
Parent pay requires families to pay a percentage of their income to support their child’s incarceration. Parent pay 
is a barrier to young people's successful transition out of the juvenile system and toward a second chance. The 
practice has inequitable racial outcomes, creates debt for families already struggling financially, and is an 
inefficient source of revenue for the state.
