Parent pay requires families to pay a percentage 
of their income to support their child’s incarceration. Parent pay is a barrier to young people's successful transition out of the 
juvenile system and toward a second chance. The practice has inequitable racial outcomes, creates debt for families already 
struggling financially, and is an inefficient source of revenue for the state.
