All parties must understand and accept the full terms of this Permanent Export License prior to implementation.  Until then, ManTech may not export or temporarily export hardware, software, technical data, or related defense services against this license.
· ManTech is obligated to supervise that:

· All licenses are properly declared and submitted/reported (and decremented, i.e., quantities noted by Customs) for proper export and that 
· The end user understands that these controlled goods may not be re-exported or transferred to any other end user without the approval of the U.S. Department of State.
· Export freight forwarders must also be instructed on the existence of the license and their obligation to correctly:

· Declare the use of the license at the time of export.
IMPLEMENTATION:

STEP 1:  License Review

Please review the names, quantities, descriptions, and other details of this approval to ensure that the license corresponds with what you require.  
· Block 21 allows FedEx as the ONLY authorized freight forwarder for this particular shipment, and any FedEx office is acceptable, even though we chose Memphis/Dulles for this application.

· If FedEx is not used, the goods may be hand carried as long as the license is properly submitted to US Customs at the port of departure.  Note: Customs may require that the documents be submitted for up to 24 hours prior to actual departure.  See Empowered Official (EO) for hand carrying instructions if being hand carried out of the USA.

· The license may be amended to use another freight forwarder if necessary.  Contact the EO for assistance.

STEP 2:  Limitations and Proviso Review
Please review the limitations, conditions, and provisos applied to this agreement to ensure your understanding of those limitations and that the technical tasks of this work can be performed within those limitations.  The EO must be informed as soon as possible if the export cannot be made or work cannot be performed under the provisos issued by the Department of State.  Please also provide an explanation as to how the proviso(s) limit your ability to perform work, and any proposed solutions that may be acceptable to the Department of State.  The ManTech EO must inform the State Department within 60 days if we are unable to meet the provisos outlined in this authorization.
· Conditions 1 – 2 on page 7 & 8 are standard conditions and routinely written into most licenses.

· Proviso #1 on page 8 was my error.  The license is approved despite the error.
· Proviso #2 is new and was not on the precedent; 050076716

· Page 9 is intentionally blank.
EXPORT TRACKING (check one only)
■ A log of any exports of technical data related to this agreement is not required, or;
□ A log of any exports of technical data related to this agreement is required.  This includes meetings, visits, discussion, telephone conversations, etc.  This includes exports of technical documentation such as drawings regardless of how they were made (facsimile, email, courier, orally, etc.)  This log is subject to periodic audit and review by the Business Unit Export Administrator (BUEA), EO, and Department of State at any given time.  
□ A log of any exports of goods and related technical data related to this agreement is required.  This includes recording shipments of complete sets, partial sets, parts, components, etc.  The exports are temporary, so ManTech will also be required to document their eventual return to the U.S. by collecting copies of the official Customs “Entry” documents at the port of import.  

· This license permits a series of departures and returns (see license Block 3).  ManTech must document the status and disposition of all licensed goods at any time, i.e., we need to be able to track and document if some or all come back to the US or are officially transferred to US forces  

· If transferred to US forces (not coalition or NATO, only US forces) we need a written confirmation from an authorized US government civilian, or authorized US military officer.

· We are not permitted to “lose” or misplace these (No “falling off the truck!).  

· They are not permitted to be given away as gifts or war souvenirs.
EXPORT STATEMENT FOR SHIPMENTS

On export you must declare these as:  

“US goods being exported via Permanent Export D-Trade License 050081368 – Provide ManTech with AES filing documentation and ITN.

These commodities are authorized by the U.S. Government for export only to Belgium and Afghanistan for end-use by NATO contracted ManTech personnel.  They may not be transferred, transshipped, on a non-continuous voyage, or otherwise be disposed of in any other country, either in their original form or after being incorporated into other end-items, without the prior written approval of the U.S. Department of State.

Shipping or Hand Carry:  If technical data controlled under this agreement is shipped or hand carried through Customs Border Protection, an AES record must be filed with Customs.  Refer to EO for further guidance.
Email, Facsimile, and Electronic Transmissions:  If technical data controlled under this agreement is not shipped or hand carried through Customs Border Protection, an AES record is not required.
IMPORT STATEMENT FOR SHIPMENTS
If these goods are to be returned to the U.S. they must be properly declared for Customs Entry.  You must contact the EO for further instructions prior to return.  They must not show up at a U.S. point of import unexpectedly or be subject to fines and penalties.
RECORDKEEPING

Records related to all exports are required to be kept for a period of five years after the expiration of the agreement.  Records related to this export authorization are subject to periodic audit and review by the BUEA, EO, and Department of State at any given time.
TERMINATION / EXPIRATION
1. If you decide to terminate this license the Department of State must be notified within 60 days of the date it is decided not to implement the license.  Please notify the EO immediately if you decide to terminate this license.

2. Department of State must be notified within 30 days of expiration or full use of this license.  Please notify the EO prior to expiration or if you need to extend the period.
3. If the license is used for hand-carried ITAR controlled goods, the EO must be notified if the traveler is/was unable to declare the license at the time of departure to appropriate Customs officials.
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
