I am a civilian since 2013 engaged with the here described insider threat to American
lives. Attempting to reach USNORTHCOM and MEDCOM with the below samples of my
threat reporting and the attached intelligence. Civilians in dire distress across America;
casualties include veterans, women, and children. National Security Emergency.
National Medical Emergency.

Victims may present with ongoing reactions to live munitions exposure (hard sites may
be needed), combat stress reaction, and complex, torture-related PTSD from prolonged
munitions exposure. Information Weapons assault packages deploy an endless,
complex array of psychological and physical payloads in integrated human and signals
intelligence operations designed to uniquely torture a target to neutralization and/or
death.



It is unclear what sort of payloads Rebecca, my own cyberweapons operator, might be
taking but it is possible that she is being targeted.

Dear Nils, 

I am writing to you as a Life Coach who is generally very well educated in human behaviour, 

psychology and in promoting effective change on the base of this. I am also a victim of remote 

neuro-weapon abuse. Also called electromagnetic weapons, microwave weapons, mind control 

technology or ‘cyber torture’. This therefore makes me a credible witness therefore to what I am 

about to say… 

In the case of mind control technology the core issue is that it is even being used in the first place as 

it is against the UN and EU charters of human rights. No one should have the right of ‘freedom of 

mind’ itself taken away from them. It is quite frankly an atrocity and is pure psychological torture.

7) Suppression 

8) Beliefs of limitation both within individuals and what they believe to be their ‘model’ of the 

world. 

9) Time – although some may argue that this is not a psychosocial dynamic in itself It is seen by 

many in psychological and spiritual circles of expertise as a part of the human psyche just as 

much as the ego itself. Time and the ‘rush’ and ‘pressure’ of modern day society has become 

one of the biggest barriers to taking an interest in our human rights. 

10) Oppression through psychological manipulation, threatening behaviour, blackmail or force. 

11) Untruthful or biased mainstream media. 

These factors consist both of what we are doing to ourselves and what is being done to us. Really 

they are two sides of the same coin in the effect of paralysing institutional checks.  

All of the above factors are generally true on the levels of the average citizen, the government 

oppressors, the innocent government bystander and most shockingly even those that are 

supposed to help and therein lies the problem. 

This has been the case very much in the case of victims of mind control technology aiming to expose 

the truth. The evidence has been there all along with credible whistle blower testimonies, scientific 

patents, victim testimonies, measurement off attacks, leaked and declassified government 

documents pertaining to mind control and much more but it is a subject that takes a bit of 

investment to learn the distinctions that gives one the confidence to join the fight against this 

severe human rights abuse. In addition to fear and time the other biggest barrier is the barrier of 

belief in what is possible (i.e. no 8). For some people it is just too big a leap of belief to take (and too 

fearful) to even desire to start to go down the path of self-education. Their beliefs are built in a very 

permanent and fixed way with a lot of ego investment meaning that it is very hard for them to 

‘stretch’ their ideas of what is possible (even if it is true!).

Relevant phenomena include patterns such as ‘system justification’, ‘wilful ignorance’, 

‘bystander apathy’, ‘diffusion of responsibility’, ‘obedience’, ‘utilitarian moral disengagement’ 

and ‘group based moral disengagement’ 

These are all factors that strongly play into the minds of the people who give the commands for 

neuro weapon torture as well as the next in line who actually operate the weapons. The ‘excuse’ is 

that it is done in the name of national security whereas in reality it is just torture with the aims of 

control and devastation (and I will confidently say slow murder). It breaks the majority of UN and 

EU charters. People as we know have a hard time due to fear in standing up to authority and we 

still live in a society where whistle blowers are not protected. 

Another key psychological ‘driver’ is that our need to stay consistent with what we see as our 

identity (or who we are) and is the strongest psychologically driving force in the human psyche. As 

an example, If we see ourselves as someone who always see’s the best in people for example we 

may have already made the decision to reject anything that shows the dark side of what human 

beings are capable of. On the opposing side this can be used as a manipulating force to keep people 

in the dark by manipulating them based upon the idea of their ‘identity’ or even changing the nature 

of that identity itself. 

The need for ‘power’ also as history has shown has always been a driving force behind human 

behaviour for ‘self’ and ‘other’ recognition. 

These above principles of course (1-9) could be applied to any aspect of psychological torture or 

reasons why institutions/ government institutions undermine, circumvent or paralyse their checks 

to stop these abuses. 

On an everyday level it is true generally that something we cannot physically see with our own eyes 

therefore deceives us into thinking that somehow it must be not true. In simple terms this is what 

we are dealing with microwave weapon assaults. This again is used to the perpetrators advantage 

for maximum denial as it is challenging to prove and the victim sometimes may wrongly come off as 

mentally unstable (which of course is their goal to discredit them). 

I also feel the need to talk about the mind control technology or ‘cyber torture’ as you have 

described it.

In regards to why people would have a hard time understanding mind control technology is 

because people generally will only believe more readily those parts of life that fit in with their pre-

existing belief. That is how such distorted perceptions of reality are allowed to continue which 

relates strongly to points 1 -9 above . Like always we ‘backwards’ rationalize our actions that were 

performed to fit in line with our belief about reality. Again this ‘filtering’ through our beliefs has 

been used as a societal brainwashing through mass media and government propaganda for many 

decades. Again, two side of the same coin are relevant to psychosocial dynamics– personal and 

societal. 

On a practical note how could governments start to recognize and stop ill treatments of 

psychological torture (and its components) and start to bring about policy to stop these abuses?? 

Well first and foremost it is a matter of course of education and awareness. If government 

organizations are firstly educated about the technical knowledge of the wrong doings of their 

governments and intelligence agencies then that will go a long way. But if people in the top levels of 

government are aware of the psychosocial dynamics they can pass laws that prevent psychological 

abuses with intent. They can also then take measures to not only stop these aspects in themselves 

in the initial phases of learning about this subject but also be aware when teaching others of the 

natural barriers to learning about challenging subjects of this kind where psychological barriers can 

become obstacles. With new laws they can also be aware of how oppressors are using these 

psychosocial aspects against victims to get away with it as they understand the psychology of it. 

They can then enforce these policies with independent oversight to counteract these psychosocial 

abuses. Eventually, teaching history of government abuses with full transparency is the best way to 

really learn from the past and move forward. New legislation is always best brought in after any 

atrocity fully comes to light to the vast majority of the population. This is the best way to stop 

psychological torture and all its associated forms of psychological manipulation (transparency). 

Accurate history gives people a basis with which to learn and accept new information perhaps about 

mind control weapon abuses and how they have been used wrongly against society.  

Looking at the positive…. 

That said, we are now at the stage where we can start the process into many positive changes in the 

area of neuro-weapons abuses to bring about the end of these abuses once and for all. We can as a 

society start the process of disarmament just like it is the UN’s goal of disarmament for all other 

weapons of mass destruction and I would classify Mind control weapons (or directed energy 

weapons (DEWS)) as just that. As a side note - it is my understanding that directed energy weapons 

(in which microwave weapons are a part) have the power to destroy buildings, assassinate 

individuals and even take out large parts of cities in electromagnetic pulse attacks (EMP) therefore it 

is important to be aware of the capabilities of various types of DEW in general.

In summarise the above, acknowledgement by governments needs to occur and they need to be 

held accountable. Specific laws needs to be passed to protect innocent civilians from microwave 

attacks. Frequency police need to be established to track and trace perpetrators. We must move 

collectively towards full disarmament as a society of mind control weapons. Lastly, in the interim 

at the very least proper watch listing procedures need to be put in place. These need to be 

established so that at least it is only true terrorists who are put on these lists who are a real and 

genuine danger to national security.

Electronic harassment and ‘gang’ stalking (as the latter name for modern COINTEL pro operations is 

commonly known) are the two crimes most often used by governments often together to 

completely take down an individuals life and demobilize them usually to the point of despair and 

quite commonly suicidal tendencies. These testimonies will give you a much better idea in itself of 

the psychosocial dynamics that are limitations to institutional paralysis and corruption (not just from 

the point of the victim but also from the point of the oppressor who uses the mind control 

technology and all the psychological operations that come with that (which includes most of the 

psychological aspects from 1 -9 above). Part of the problem is due to ‘Targeted individuals’ having 

to battle the effects of the mind control daily and so not having the strength or ability to speak out 

in the midst of the strong counter programming effects of the technology. This counter 

programming is the real issue alongside the more ‘normal’ psychosocial barriers discussed earlier 

for the victims themselves personally alongside the psychosocial barriers being imposed on them 

through the mind control technology.

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Harassment techniques include: 

1. Surveillance (being followed, electronic surveillance, computer and phone hacking, monitoring all 

online activities, and bugging of home) 

2.Profiles are built to identify any and all weaknesses and insecurities to be used later. Information often 

obtained through sexual partners or trusted people in their lives. 

3.Conditioning where victims are sensitised to certain stimuli such as everywhere you go someone will 

cough as they walk past you. The goal is to make you self police and then think anyone who coughs is 

involved in the harassment. People report of conditioning to include hand gestures, an overt use of 

colour in peoples clothing (like everyone you see wearing red) or cars a certain colour or with headlights 

on (also known as brighting). 

4. Anchoring where someone will provide false rationales for the harassment. Often many possible 

rationales are planted to keep the victim confused and the focus of the harassment cycles from one 

possible reason to another round and around so as to keep the victim guessing in a self perpetuating 

guessing game where every scenario you are to blame and causes self doubt, fear, intimidation, and 

ultimately a cycle of destructive thoughts 

5. Mobbing (or true gangstalking) where everywhere you go you will see an overt display of people 

following you and often use words you have been conditioned to or your name to draw your attention 

6. Street theatre where a group will "perform" an overt activity like a fake confrontation or scenarios 

designed to test your reactions. Often takes the form of a couple who position themselves near you and 

then have a conversation using many of your conditioned words or pertaining to your particular 

situation and sensitivities. 

7.The use of directional speakers which have the ability to direct sound to a single individual in a 

crowded room. This particular item is ultimately the most used and is often referred to as V2K or Voice 

to Skull and is used extensively in the psychological breakdown of the victim. The use initially is to cause 

the victim to doubt their sanity and drive them into the mental health system, and later to just torment 

and never give the victim a moment of privacy or peace. If they do enter the mental health system, then 

harassment escalates dramatically as the victim has now been "discredited" and can be labeled as 

someone with a mental problem if they do speak out about the harassment. 

8.The use of electronics to effect your eyesight and balance which was originally developed for the 

military and police crowd control called "dazzling" and even the ability to make you vomit. 

9. Sound campaigns which is a community harassment technique where abnormal levels of sound are 

directed at the victim and their home. This includes cars deliberately breaking or accelerating when they 

pass, people talking excessively loudly at all hours of the night, amplification of sound using directional 

speakers so that external sounds that previously couldnt be heard now can, garbage trucks and other 

heavy vehicles, and countless other deliberate tactics 

10.Sleep deprivation - this is perhaps one of the most insidious tactics used where victims are woken 

multiple times a night and can be kept awake for days at a time. The effects are dramatic and 

completely debilitating effecting concentration, mood, irritability, appearance, and significantly impacts 

all areas of their life - job performance, relationships, and significantly aids in discrediting the victim as 



they appear unorganised, disheveled, and sleeping patterns alter so they may sleep during the day 

(where noise campaigns are more effective) and be awake at night (where they can be painted as the 

one making noise and being a disruptive member of the community). 

11. Baiting or entrapment where victims are harassed to the point that they lash out and commit a 

crime such as assault, break and enter or vandalism, as they try and locate the source of the 

harassment. Harassers will actively try to provoke verbal and physical confrontations especially after a 

period of sleep deprivation. Or they are prompted into an activity which can then be used as leverage 

such as affairs, sexuality, drug use, or other criminal activity. 

12. Gaslighting which is a form of psychological abuse where someone will actively try undermine 

victims and to make them doubt themselves so that they lose all self confidence and self esteem and are 

therefor easier to manipulate and push toward the mental health pathway. It can be as simlpe as being 

told something which they then deny, then telling them how silly they are for thinking they said it, and 

turn the lie around into an attack on the person. It can be incredibly effective coming from a trusted 

person and before the victim understands what is happening to them. 

13.Blackbag jobs is a term when a harasser breaks into a victims property and places something or 

deliberately moves something. The purpose is to cause self doubt, and fear that their property is being 

accessed which harassers try to then sell as paranoia. 

14. Propaganda and disinformation is also the other key element to suppress knowledge of this practice 

as its effectiveness initially requires the victim to be unaware of the existence of gangstalking, 

gaslighting, or the electronic technologies such as directional speakers so huge amounts of time are 

devoted online to creating disinformation sites which attempt to discredit victims by pushing the mental 

health agenda. They achieve this by posing as victims and actively trying to sound crazy so that all 

victims are are treated as such. Also by creating websites claiming to help victims and being a resource 

for victims to come together and then harassing them to the extent that they lose hope and no longer 

reach out for help causing further isolation. 

15. Further to the above, gangstalkers rely on disbelief and discrediting and as such much of the 

harassment is designed (at least initially) to mimic mental health issues. They also rely on their abuse 

being so extreme, so pervasive, so fundamentally immoral, as to be disbelieved and victims 

subsequently resort to photographing, videotaping, and sound recording their everyday encounters to 

disprove the countless unfounded claims made against them - especially in relation to gaslighting, which 

gangstalkers try to turn around and paint the victims as paranoid or irrational. Victims are made to feel 

helpless as every attempt to defend themselves is used against them and when they seek help they are 

met with disbelief or open hostility.

My name is Mr.Ganeshbabu Govindasami, aged 37 and I am from India. 
 
This statement is with respect to the inputs requested for psychosocial dynamics conducive to torture and 
ill-treatment report (To inform the Special Rapporteur’s annual interim report to be presented to the 
General Assembly at its 75th Session in October 2020) 

This is an URGENT public interest petition to STOP the illegal and unauthorized abuses of advanced 
military-grade weapons that are being used for Torture Programs. Torture comprises of Mind-Reading, 
Mind control, Central Nervous System control, 24/7 anywhere tracking, Organized Gang-Stalking, 
'Voices-To-Skull'('V2K'), Physical Injury/harassment through Directed Energy Weapons. This has been 
going on in India for past 15 years at least (I am getting attacked/tortured for many years now, Voice 
to skull started in 2016) 

All these attacks are 'no-touch' / ‘Covert ‘and are remotely operated - and so leave the minimum 

evidence (if at all) thus making all available laws ineffective and powerless to help the targeted 
innocent civilians. The people targeted and subsequently tortured systematically are termed as 
'Targeted Individuals' (or 'TI'). There are several hundreds of ‘TIs’ defending and fighting for justice 
in India and globally across many countries now.  

1. TOTAL SURVEILLANCE, MIND-READING, BODY-MIND CONTROL, DREAM MANIPULATION - 
USING NEUROWEAPONS - REMOTE NEURAL MONITORING MODULE ('RNM') - Using this, 
harassers can view ALL the innermost thoughts of the targeted person on a screen - as clearly as one 
reads a newspaper. The eyes of the target become a live camera for the trackers. Whatever the targets 
view is recorded on the trackers' computer or viewed by the trackers' brains using a brain-to-computer 
interface (BCI) / Brain-to-Brain interface (BBI)! These satellite-based technologies result in gross by-
passing of fundamental human rights such as personal privacy, health, safety, data security, family 
security, etc. Pre-packaged dream sequences are routinely downloaded to TIs' brains and harassers 
interact with the victims while they are dreaming. Stressful traumas/shocks are also induced via artificial 
dreams (completely wirelessly - without any chip implants, electrodes etc.) 

2. INVISIBLE PHYSICAL HARASSMENT: DIRECTED ENERGY WEAPONS ('DEW'): Any of our body-
parts can be targeted and attacked by these directed energy weapons. These weapons may use 
Microwave/EMF/ELF waves and can cause a wide range of diseases including cancer, heart failure, 
kidney disease, vertigo, hands/legs paralysis, internal decay, memory losses to name a few - all at the 
touch of a button from anywhere, traceless - just by using the unique 'brain fingerprint' (brain frequency) 
of any victim anywhere. Also, many fatal heart-attacks/palpitations that struck the victim when asleep may 
have been induced / catalyzed by these weapons  

3. DISRUPTION OF THOUGHT FREEDOM BY 'VOICE-TO-SKULL' ('V2K'): This patented technology is 
also known as 'Microwave Hearing' / 'Synthetic Telepathy' / 'Voice-of-God weapon' and is being used for 
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traceless mental harassment. Using this, the harassers beam-in abusive voices directly into skulls of the 
Targeted Individuals by-passing their ears. Harassers interrupt and censor the victims' normal thinking 
when travelling anywhere in society by beaming in abusive voices into the victim's head constantly - 
hence spoiling work-tasks completion. (Victims also get wrongly labeled as mentally-ill when 
reporting about this, not many are aware about novel neuro/electromagnetic/bio weapons and its

V2K is also used for Deception (causing confusion by beaming voices inside skull in-between talks when

TOTAL LOSS OF PRIVACY: Surveillance is usually carried out first unannounced secretly for years - 
without the targets ever being able to detect that their innermost details had been collected and stored - 
and that their own eyes themselves are made to act as cameras giving the latest details about 
themselves and the places and persons they visit. These devices are suspected to be authorized to 
access government satellites and are linked to supercomputers for data analysis and harvesting 
purposes. Victims have no privacy anywhere on the planet (bathrooms and bedrooms included). 

HARMFUL EFFECTS: The targeted people's physical health, hygiene, peace of mind, career and social 
credibility, family, friends and other relationships - all these get seriously downgraded and systematically 
made to fade out via the above torture program. A primary goal in these 'slow-kill', 'no-touch'/'soft-kill' 
programs is to remove TIs from the job workforce - so that they are in range at home for longer times to 
facilitate more testing, refining of weapons and for training more operators and neural programmers. The 
combined impact of all these together - physical wounds, 24x7 psychotronic warfare, career 
systemically made to vanish IS DEVASTATING to TIs, to say the least.

Electromagnetic harassment with torturous patterns (electromagnetic torture, 

cybernetic torture or cybertorture): “the crime that people complain most about 

on the internet/social media” 

Relevance to neuroweapons as well as “Health Attacks" or "Health Incidents" 

of U.S. and Canada diplomats 
 

Dynamics conducive to corruption and torture: Neuroweapons having top secret status similarly 

to “weapons of mass destruction” are expected to be subject to limited or non-existent 

parliamentary / congressional supervision  

 

Electromagnetic harassment with torturous patterns has been referred to as the “crime that people 

complain most about on the internet/social media”. It is argued that the “health incidents” or “health 

attacks”, according to the terms of the U.S. State Department, which affected the U.S. Embassy 

diplomats in Cuba and China (and similarly the Canada Embassy diplomats in Cuba) are linked to 

this phenomenon [*]. A precedent is found in the microwave irradiation of the U.S. Embassy in 

Moscow (1953–1976) [*]. Many thousands of people internationally complain of being 

electromagnetically harassed with torturous patterns (electromagnetic torture, cybernetic torture or 

cybertorture). 

 

Health attacks are currently the object of an interagency investigation of the U.S. government 

coordinated by the “Health Incident Task Force” created by the U.S. Department of State [*]. Three 

scientific publications present evidence of brain damage of the diplomats [*][*][*]. A U.S. 

Congressional hearing reiterated the diagnosis of brain injury as a result of the attacks [*]. The U.S. 

Government Accountability Office assessed the response of the State Department, published a 

report [*] and presented its findings to Congress [*]. Given the neurological nature of the attack, the 

technological means that would have been used are defined as neuroweapons. A group of experts, 

including the first physician who examined the U.S. diplomats, gave presentations on the health 

attacks at a neuroweapon event held by SOFWERX and the U.S. Special Operation Command [*]. 

A briefing of the Pentagon Chiefs of Staff was conducted by the same group of experts [*]. 

  

U.S. victims of electromagnetic harassment have provided comment to the Presidential Commission 

for the Study of Bioethical Issues (created by President Obama) in March and May 2011 [*][*]. In 

Europe, the Ministry of Defense of Poland conducted a geographical analysis of complaints of 

Polish victims for electromagnetic attacks in 2016 [*]. Following correspondence with the Ministry 

[*], Polish victims have been heard by the Inspectorate of Innovative Defense Technologies of the 

Ministry of Defense.  

 

Among different protests against electromagnetic harassment/torture, two international rallies have 

been held on the 29th August in 2019 and 2018 [*]. 

  

Victims of electromagnetic harassment, often called "Targeted Individuals" or "TIs" report: 

  

1. Torturous routines such as head and body electromagnetic stimulation e.g. intense sudden 

contractions of (surface) muscle fibers equivalent to painful stimulus of being hit, different 

stimulation patterns generating miscellaneous effects e.g. pain, tingling, pins-and-needle effect and 

also intense heating, burning or itching sensations.

2. Artificial tinnitus, hearing voices and mental manipulation i.e. mental content 

presentation/insertion and extraction (personal thought content being repeated to them in an interval 

of a few seconds). 

  

3. Manipulation via brain-to-brain interface: A remote human operator exerts a dominant cognitive 

influence determining certain functions (e.g. a motor function such as moving a limb). 

  

 

Targeted Individuals are being tortured silently while certain phenomena such as "hearing the global 

Hum" which affects 4% of the world population [*] may be indicative of the fact that the effects are 

being experienced by a much larger population than that of targeted individuals. 

 

Given the extremely advanced nature of the symptoms reported, e.g. mental manipulation, the 

associated neuroweapons, also termed “weapons of mass disruption” should be considered 

equivalent, in terms of national security, to “weapons of mass destruction”. It is expected that these 

would be top secret, would be handled only by few people in the highest military ranks, and would 

probably be subject to limited or non-existent parliamentary/congressional supervision (cf. generic 

reporting citing indispensable covert national security operations). This setting would cancel 

institutional controls, thereby creating environments conducive to corruption. 

 

It is important that society addresses electromagnetic harassment with torturous patterns or 

electromagnetic torture (cybernetic torture or cybertorture). It constitutes a significant human rights 

issue with severe risks on the health, well-being and the life of individuals. It is also important to 

comprehend the implications, as the complaints of the targeted individuals referring to both torture 

as well as mental manipulation may be indicative of a future where mental interference may be 

performed in large scale with imperceptible nuances and nudging of thinking towards certain 

directions e.g. for political or economic interference. It is urgent to address this phenomenon.

Thousands of innocent civilians are tortured worldwide by means of directed energy 

weapons. The torture can be psychological, physical, or both. The advances of military 

technologies, particularly neurotechnology and artificial intelligence, mean that it is now 

feasible to target the population even remotely, by means of stealth technology. 

Such weapons are not only in the hands of criminal organisations, but also in the hands of 

the States and states' contractors, who test them and deploy them on the population 

without leaving any trace. Countless people worldwide report being subjected to severe 

trauma and suffering through cybertorture. Yet, lack of proof means that all personal 

accounts fall in the realm of speculation and expose targets to a double victimisation, as 

most are considered delusional, or part of a conspiracy theory.  Fear of stygmatisation 

and lack of information leads to silence, most targeted individuals  suffer in silence.  

These weapons are the almost exclusive monopoly of the secret services, who have been 

granted carte blanche in the name of national security, and since ordinary police forces do 

not have the information or access to classified military technology they have no means 

to protect the public. Citizens become playthings, involuntary test subjects, and since 

these programs are allegedly life long for fear of leaks, they are literally held captive, 

even though they may be geographically remote in their dwellings. Once "brain-tagged" 

through their own individual brain resonance signature they are followed, harassed, 

subjected to behavioural modification programs anywhere on earth. 

Experimentation on citizens by the States is not a new phenomenon, some programs are 

in fact well documented, and although officially condemned, they have been tolerated 

and kept secret in the past in the name of national security. The stealth nature of existing 

military technologies mean that we may never be able to prove that they are still ongoing, 

let alone defend the population. The secret services and military contractors cannot 

continue to operate above the law -  police forces must have access to the technology to 

protect the people. Military circles are ruled by obedience, and the compartmentalisation 

of their work mean that some staff may either not know enough to blow the whistle, or

may wilfully want to remain ignorant in order to avoid personal responsibility and risk. 

The subcontracting of work to military contractors can also lead to the creation of grey 

areas in terms of responsibility.    

Indifference cannot be tolerated. Apart from military staff and contractor workers, 

experimentation programs historically have involved specialists from across all 

disciplines, psychiatrists, psychologists, neurologists, linguists, etc. and some academics, 

too. 

It is not possible then to believe that such ignorance and indifference about cybertorture 

and directed energy weapons exist in the medical profession and in society at large. 

Various morally flexible, highly educated professionals provide their services to the 

states most probably lured by utilitarian gains and acting not only against the law, but 

against any moral value, their Ippocratical oath and other professional ethics.   Wilful 

justification, diffusion of responsibility and utilitarian moral disengagement may all play 

a role in this. And fear, I would add, since any unchecked power represents a threat for 

anyone who dares to oppose it. You can either be on the right or wrong side of the 

technology. 

We need the States to challenge the unchecked power of their secret service and military 

contractors, investigate on what is being done and grant the police the power to protect 

the people from their own governments.

Background:  

- Since 2016, I have been subjected to Counterintelligence Disruption Campaigns.  These 
operations have little separation from domestic terror activities and operations.  In fact, 
they seek to create illicitly defined “enemies” for the express purpose of justifying their 
own existence and ever-expanding budgets.  These disruption campaigns directly 
involve sleep deprivation, noise harassment, invasion of privacy, psychological / 
no-touch torture, 24/7 surveillance, constant stalking, and “mobbing.”

- Much of what occurs is because the perpetrators have a sense of being above the law 
due to their activities being covered under the guise of absolute secrecy, non-disclosure 
agreements, and national security.

I am President of a human rights organization called People Against Covert Torture and Surveillance, 
International.  We were formed to assist targeted individuals with situations that amount to 
psychological torture and/or cybertorture as coined by your office.  We feel it is important that our 
society realize that there are organized groups of people who intentionally target others for torture or 
ill-treatment for a variety of reasons and often for no apparent reason at all.   
 
The torture most often manifests with some type of directed energy weapon or microwave weapon 
attack similar to what happened to the United States diplomats to Cuba and China recently.  It is 
widely believed by doctors and scientists that they suffered and are still suffering from the effects of 
microwave weapons.  This same scenario, however is happening to perhaps millions of people globally 
with often very serious health effects, such as heart attacks, strokes, cancers, headaches, blurred 
vision, sleep deprivation, loss of balance, impaired speech, memory loss, breathing difficulties, muscle 
cramps, and more.

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We look forward to whatever investigations your office can provide in this regard and appreciate the 
continued liaison between yourself and our colleagues Magnus Olsson and Henning Witte in the days 
ahead.

Dear Professor Melzer,


I am submitting this response to your request for information on behalf of a grassroots human 
rights organization known as FFTI. This is a joint response from me and Mrs. Ella Free. She and 
I are the co-founders of FFTI and serve as FFTI’s president and vice president, respectively.


We are stakeholders in the psychosocial dynamics conducive to torture, as well as 
recommended measures to prevent and mitigate torture, for the following reasons. Our 
organization engages with and advocates for approximately 15,000 people in the USA and 
other countries who allege being victims of organized stalking and harassment, remotely 
delivered directed-energy assaults, and related forms of persecution and ill treatment. A sizable 
proportion of the victims we engage with have shared and documented accounts of abuse 
ranging from psychological harassment to bona fide psychological and physical torture with 
directional energy-emitting devices. In addition, Mrs. Free and I have firsthand experience as 
torture victims, which is what motivated us to engage in victim support and advocacy work. I 
was tortured by technology-assisted harassment and energy-weapon assaults from 1-
Oct-2013 to 28-Jan-2016 in Vancouver, Canada, presumably because I witnessed criminal 
activity in a non-residential building next to my apartment. Mrs. Free is an ongoing victim of 
these forms of abuse, apparently because she rejected the advances of a wealthy, would-be 
paramour with connections to the high-tech industry. Consequently, we have firsthand 
expertise in these matters and a wealth of expertise garnered from the thousands of alleged 
victims with whom we engage regularly. We and our organization also represent civil society, as 
we are law-abiding, non-violent members of our communities.


Relevant Background 

There is ample scientific literature and other documentation showing that directed, pulsed 
radio-frequency/microwave energy is capable of causing pain sensations, impairment of 
muscle function including that of the heart, capillary damage and bruising, inflammation and 
burns, eye damage, potentially concussion without blunt force trauma (called “the immaculate 
concussion” by some medical experts), and various induced sensory phenomena like the Frey 
Hearing Effect — all in a remotely delivered fashion and even through walls, ceilings, and 
concrete floor slabs that are not well shielded against radio-frequency/microwave energy. 
Pulsed radio-frequency/microwave energy of sufficiently high power, which is lower than one 
might expect, can induce perceived buzzing sounds, high-pitched ringing, or complex 
naturalistic sounds, by slightly heating the brain with each pulse of energy. The standing 
pressure waves induced by pulsed heating of the brain propagate to the inner ear, producing 
privately perceived sounds via this effect.


The prominence of this phenomenon among certain US and Canadian government personnel 
stationed in Cuba, who reported directional energy assaults starting in late 2016, prompted 
government agencies and the media to report those incidents as assaults with “sonic 
weapons”. Two medical studies found evidence of neurological damage and brain tissue 
changes in those victims due to this incident:

Given the distinctive symptoms experienced by those victims, a UC San Diego MD-PhD 
scientist, who has extensive expertise in bio-effects of non-ionizing radiation, recognized 
manifestations in the government personnel as being caused by radio-frequency/microwave 
energy:

Over many years, militaries around the world have been developing directed-energy weapons 
for crowd control. Similarly, through-the-wall (TTW) radar devices (known as “radiolocators” 
and “intentional radiators” by the US Federal Communications Commission) are under active 
development for use by emergency services. Development of such technologies continues to 
progress in terms of increasing stand-off distance and decreasing size.


Dangers of Assuming That Only Militaries and Intelligence Agencies Are Capable of 
Deploying Harmful Energy-Emitting Devices for the Purpose of Torture and Ill Treatment 

The assaults on the US and Canadian government personnel in Cuba were actually covered by 
the mainstream press — though with much controversy and confusion due to the difficulty of 
collecting residual forensic evidence — because those assaults were carried out 
simultaneously against a cluster of prominent and credible individuals. Taken together, the 
military development of directed-energy weapons and the assaults on the diplomats in Cuba 
lead most people to conclude that only militaries and intelligence agencies of wealthy nations 
are capable of carrying out such assaults. Yet, according to thousands of victims from ordinary 
walks of life, similar assaults are reported as being carried out by organized criminal groups 
within communities. Although this “backyard terrorism” is now reported as occurring in 
numerous communities across many nations, ordinary victims universally fail to get media 
coverage, medical documentation of assaults, or police assistance, or their allegations are 
regarded as manifestations of conspiracy theory “echo chambers” or mental illness.


While militaries, intelligence agencies, and certain sectors of law enforcement are certainly 
capable of deploying directed-energy weapons against targeted persons — with little or no 
accountability — it is dangerous to assume these capabilities are limited to such entities. The 
problem of torture and ill treatment with directed-energy devices is much more widespread 
than the Cuba incident. The manufacturers of high-power microwave generators, antennas, 
waveguides, and associated radio-frequency hardware, which supply components to military 
contractors, the telecommunications industry, and the medical devices sector, produce a 
massive catalog of commercial off-the-shelf technology. Components of that technology can 
be assembled or adapted into harmful devices, including devices to facilitate stalking, invasion 
of privacy, abuse, physical assault, and torture. The resulting directed-energy devices are 
increasingly available to criminals through various marketplaces.


Assuming that torture by means of directed energy is only a capability of state actors poses a 
danger to civil society. This assumption facilitates inaction by law enforcement, in turn 
facilitating the unfettered growth of a new mode of within-community torture and “backyard 
terrorism”, which are already being carried out with impunity by lone-wolf criminals and 
organized criminal groups. With this background in mind, we comment on the relevant 
psychosocial dynamics conducive to torture and ill treatment via directed-energy assaults and 
organized stalking. We also make recommendations concerning the prevention and mitigation 
of these activities.
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Relevant Psychosocial Dynamics Conducive to Torture and Ill Treatment 

Directed-energy assaults are highly invasive and deeply violating, because they can be 
remotely and covertly delivered to targeted victims going about their daily lives in community 
settings (e.g., via devices covertly mounted on automobiles) or while victims are at home (e.g., 
via equipment deployed in neighboring homes). This leaves victims feeling there is nowhere to 
escape the abuse. Moreover, organized stalking typically involves the participation of a large 
number of networked offenders. Isolated instances of harassment are distributed among many 
offenders, such that each offender may feel a sense of little or no culpability. In contrast, 
victims suffers the entire onslaught of abuse during protracted harassment campaigns. Both 
organized stalking and directed-energy abuse are facilitated by advancements in commercially 
available technology. In regards to the specific examples of organized stalking and directed-
energy assaults, we identify the following psychosocial factors associated with torture and ill 
treatment:

1. The ability to deliver abuse and torture remotely and anonymously seems to dampen many 

offenders’ feelings of empathy and shame, which would otherwise inhibit more proximate 
and public acts of torture and ill treatment. So pronounced are these psychosocial drivers 
that many victims report their harassment and abuse as appearing to have no discernible 
motive other than antisocial entertainment on the part of the offenders.


2. Torture and ill treatment within communities is facilitated by methodologies that allow 
multiple offenders to make small piecemeal contributions to a much larger campaign of 
abuse directed against targeted victims. Psychologically, this shared culpability allows each 
offender to feel that their contribution to the torture is not immoral or criminal.


3. When technology and/or criminal methodology allow torture to be carried out within 
seemingly civil society — in everyday contexts and in a difficult-to-document manner — 
law enforcement, medical care practitioners, and even victims’ families and friends are 
unmotivated to provide services or support. “Institutional betrayal” of victims, including 
forced psychiatric examination and forced medication in extreme cases, magnify the 
trauma and harm experienced by the victims.


4. Unwitting bystanders find it extremely difficult to accept that such disturbing criminal 
activity may be occurring in an invisible manner in their midsts. Accepting this possibility 
would destroy their feeling of safety and wellbeing. Owing to society’s deeply enculturated 
responses to allegations of covert harassment and torture by means of futuristic weaponry, 
we should actually expect the criminals to adapt their methodologies and technologies to 
exploit these very same reflexive responses by the bystander audience.


Recommended Measures of Prevention and Mitigation 

The core issue underpinning the psychosocial dynamics conducive to torture by covert 
methods and technologies which leave little trace is the difficulty of convincingly documenting 
such torture for the wider audience of civil society. Surely, the vast majority of society would 
never want such atrocities to pose risks to their families, friends, and fellow citizens. With this 
in mind, we make the following recommendations to prevent and mitigate novel technology-
assisted forms of torture and ill treatment:


1. Establish policies that encourage member nations to comprehensively investigate 
allegations of torture and ill treatment by non-state actors, criminal groups, or rogue state 
actors, whenever a threshold number of citizens make such claims. Given the rapid 
development of technology, and recognizing that harm can be delivered in ways that leave 
little or no trace, the motivation behind such investigations should not hinge on victims 
producing physical evidence. Recognizing there are technologies that can be used to 
torture in ways that are unfamiliar or intangible — or produce bizarre effects on victims’ 
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senses, perceptions, or minds — investigations into allegations of torture and ill treatment 
should not be discouraged by victims’ difficulties in describing their experiences as 
recipients of torture and ill treatment. The burden of fact finding and evidence gathering 
must fall on law enforcement and the state whenever a sizable population of citizens 
alleges torture or ill treatment, even if their allegations are difficult to make sense of.


2. Establish policies to encourage member nations to invest in forecasting the possible 
applications of novel and existing technologies to the torture and ill treatment of citizens 
and residents by non-state actors, criminal groups, or rogue state actors. When potential 
modes of torture are predicted, the same policies should encourage investment in the 
development of practical and affordable measures to assist ordinary individuals in 
documenting their torture or ill treatment in ways that have evidentiary value in 
jurisprudence. This recommendation should be motivated by the facts that criminals are 
often among the first to adopt new technologies for illicit gain and that forensic science 
typically lags advancements in criminal tactics.

Information Weapons: 
Russia’s Nonnuclear 
Strategic Weapons of Choice

Timothy L. Thomas

INTRODUCTION

For many years now, Russia has defined and even expanded its concept of “in-
formation weapons (IWes).”[1] At one point, Russia attempted to get the concept 
introduced into United Nations resolutions, which at the time helped to guar-
antee Russian information and national security. This occurred in the 1990s 

when Russia was at its weakest and unable to compete with other nations in informa-
tion warfare capabilities. At this time, Russia’s information warfare weakness was so 
pronounced that a prominent Russian scientist stated the following at an international 
conference in Moscow in 1995: 

In studying the potentially catastrophic consequences from an enemy’s use of stra-
tegic information warfare systems on, for example, the economy or government con-
trol…we must unequivocally declare that in the case of their use against Russia, we 
reserve the right to conduct a first strike (nuclear) against the information warfare 
system and forces which are directing that weapon, and then also against the aggres-
sor-government.[2]  

This stark warning was intended to send a message to other nations, and it served its 
purpose well. “Don’t mess with Russia” if you want to keep Russia from messing with you.

Since the revival of Russia’s military prowess, a variety of its authors have continued 
to focus on information-related topics, to include the following: information warfare, in-
formation struggle, information resources, information confrontation, information sphere, 
information field, information effects, information superiority, information security, and, 
in line with the focus of this article, IWes. At times, IWes address the information-related 
technologies used in precision-guided and reconnaissance type weaponry, and at other 
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times IWes are presented more simply as weapons that 
help in the manipulation of social media and propa-
ganda. The West seldom considers information to be a 
“weapon” as Russia does, nor does the West break the 
term into information-technical and information-psy-
chological aspects.

The information-technical aspect of IWes includes 
technologies used extensively by Russia and many 
other nations in global positioning, reconnaissance, 
electronic warfare, and other types of equipment world-
wide. The information-psychological aspect refers not 
only to Russia’s use of information as an online weapon 
in the social and political arenas, which has become un-
settling to Western audiences, but also to Russia’s use 
of disinformation, fake news, non-governmental organi-
zations, and a tendency to define objective reality as the 
Kremlin sees fit, and thus avoid “the truth.” Their use 
appears to be a modern version of Soviet active mea-
sures, which were operations developed years ago in 
Section A of the First Chief Directorate of the KGB. They 
aimed to shape operations abroad and influence events 
in another country and were often referred to as “politi-
cal warfare.” Related terms were “assistance programs” 
or “assistance operations,” tactics designed to change 
the policy or position of a foreign government in a way 
that would “assist” the Soviet position. A Russian for-
eign intelligence officer who defected to the US in 2000 
noted that there is no difference between “active mea-
sures” and “assistance operations,” and that when the 
KGB went away after the demise of the Soviet Union, 
the active measures office was renamed to assistance 
operations. Active measures reportedly were based on 
95 percent objective information “to which something 
was added to turn the data into targeted information or 
disinformation.”[3]

Thus, Russian IWes must be considered for its utili-
ty in military, political, and psychological warfare, plus 
also its utility in manipulating news and social media.

As a result, Iwes have become non-nuclear strategic weapons of choice. This article will exam-
ine several Russian views of IWes that cover these aspects, beginning with the bigger picture of 
IWes as strategic weapons. That discussion is followed by an overview of the Russian military 
literature that has addressed IWes over the past two decades. The discussion includes theater 
information weapons, information-strike weapons, cyber weapons, and social-media weapons, 
among others. The analysis concludes with a very brief commentary by one Russian specialist 
about the next generation of weapons, such as quantum computing and artificial intelligence 
concerns. 

THE BIG PICTURE: IWES AS NON-NUCLEAR STRATEGIC WEAPONS
IWes are considered non-nuclear strategic weapons in Russia due to their wide reach, even to 

continents far away (thus, a planetary weapon). According to Russian new-generation warfare 
expert Vladimir Slipchenko, IWes have also enabled a shift from a “quantitative-force sphere 
to a quantitative-intelligent sphere.”[4] He adds that countries are creating “strategic non-nu-
clear forces, which will find wide use in new-generation wars and subsequently also will take 
on a deterrence function.”[5] Numerous weapons depend on information technologies. Acous-
tic, electromagnetic effect, radiation, beam, and heat weaponry[6] are under development as 
is the “unity of intelligence collection and destruction,” namely the development of recon-
naissance-strike and reconnaissance-fire complexes.[7] Slipchenko views the development of 
space groupings as a key shift as forces transition from a ground-based force to one based on 
aerospace and information. Intelligence collection from space will provide information that 
“will become the basis for planning massive high-precision strikes in the course of a strategic 
air-space-sea strike operation.”[8]

Slipchenko’s thoughts coincide with a Russian concept known as the Strategic Operations 
to Destroy Critically Important Targets (SODCIT) as discussed by numerous outlets. In 2010, 
a Red Star article flagged changes in the nature of wars that would manifest in the various 
forms in which the Armed Forces are used: “SODCIT has been developed.”[9] Retired Colonel 
General Viktor Barynkin added that “it has become expedient to combine strategic defensive 
and offensive operations and strategic operations in the ocean theater of hostilities into a single 
strategic operation.”[10] 

In conducting such operations, the expansive reach of IWes will play a crucial role. For exam-
ple, as the Russian journal Air-Space Defense stated in 2013: 

It is possible to use various space systems in support of each of these operations. Thus, 
supporting a strategic operation to destroy critically important enemy targets necessi-
tates the use of space-based means of reconnoitering these targets; electronic intelli-
gence assets; meteorological reconnaissance assets in the interests of a proper selection 
of attack weapons and their combat employment methods; and space-based navigation, 
communications, relay, and strike evaluation systems.[11]
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As noted, these assets rely on information technologies.

Thus, the term SODCIT implies the extended use of IWes as non-nuclear strategic weapons or 
assets. Such use in conjunction with aerospace forces or precision-guided munitions is signif-
icant since both possess long-reach capabilities into the depth of an adversary’s territory any-
where on the globe. Russian planetary warfare theorists must find such concepts intoxicating. 
For Western analysts, SODCIT should raise concerns as to what Russia is planning. 

How did Russia ultimately arrive at this conclusion that IWes provides a non-nuclear stra-
tegic capability? The following discussion that has transpired over the past two decades offers 
how the concept of IWes gradually evolved and incorporated new developments in information 
technologies, which in turn led to new ways to consider information-technical and informa-
tion-psychological applications of IWes.

THE FIRST IMPORTANT IWE DISCUSSIONS
Detailed descriptions of IWes and their uses began to develop slowly in the 1990s. One of 

the first (and still considered outstanding) Russian articles to define and discuss an IWe is 
the article by Major S.V. Markov, which was authored and published in 1996 in the journal 
Bezapasnost (Security). Leading specialists still refer to his many thoughts and definitions.  
Markov defined an IWe as: 

A specially selected piece of information capable of causing changes in the information 
processes of information systems (physical, biological, social, etc.) according to the in-
tent of the entity using the weapon.[12]

This understanding of IWes and its impact on the information-technical and information-psy-
chological activity of Russia produces a much different national will and language of dialogue 
than that to which the West is accustomed. Markov is convinced that international and state 
control over the creation and use of IWes is essential.[13]

According to Markov, IWes can be used in the following ways:

mTo destroy, distort, or steal data files 

mTo mine or obtain the desired information from these files after penetrating defense 
systems/firewalls 

mTo limit or prevent access to them by authorized users 

mTo introduce disorganization or disorder into the operation of technical equipment

mTo completely disable telecommunications networks and computer systems and all the 
advanced technology that supports the life of society and the operation of the state[14] 

In 2000, the work of five authors at the Institute of Systems Analysis superseded Markov’s 
IWe article in importance. They wrote the first authoritative, detailed introduction to, and expla-
nation of, IWes in a pamphlet titled The Information Weapon—A New Challenge to International 
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Security,[15] which describes various forms of IWes. One author, Andrey Krutskikh, became 
President Putin’s point man on cyber issues and where he continues to serve today.

These authors classified IWes based on several attributes to include single and multi-mis-
sion/universal purposes; short- and long-range operations; individual, group, and mass dis-
ruption or destruction capabilities; various types of carriers; and destructive effect. They 
further classified IWes as belonging to one of six forms:

1.	 Means to precisely locate equipment that emits rays in the electromagnetic spectrum 
and destroy that equipment by conventional fire

2.	 Means to affect components of electronic equipment

3.	 Means to affect the programming resource control modules

4.	 Means to affect the information transfer process

5.	 Means to disseminate propaganda and disinformation

6.	 Means to use psychotronic weapons

The pamphlet then discussed the significance and potential types of each of these weapons. 
The authors analysis of the fifth and sixth forms, which, because they are less prominently 
covered in the Western press, merit discussion. The fifth form, propaganda and disinformation, 
can change the information component of command and control (C2) systems by creating a vir-
tual picture that alters reality, changes the system of human values, and manipulates the mor-
al-psychological life of the enemy population. This type of weapon can create disinformation 
in secure systems and alter navigation systems, information and meteorological-monitoring 
systems, precision-time systems, and so on. 

The sixth form, psychotronic weapons, describes weapons that leverage psychology and the 
subconscious to attack a person’s will, and otherwise suppress and/or temporarily disable or 
zombify that person. These weapon types include:

mPsycho-pharmacological substances

mPsycho-dyspeptics

mTranquilizers, anti-depressants, hallucinogens, and narcotics

mSpecially structured medicines

mSpecial-beam generators that affect the human psyche

mSpecial video graphic and television information 
(25th frame effect, elevating blood pressure, inducing epileptic seizures, etc.)

mMeans for creating virtual reality that suppresses the will and induces fear 
(e.g., projecting an image of “God” onto clouds, etc.) 

mTechnologies of zombification and psycholinguistic programming[16]
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The authors note that information technologies can serve as IWes, which are integral compo-
nents of high-precision ammunition that can be used to guide missiles via position finding and 
reconnaissance, as well as by visual, electronic, and other means.

MOVING ON: INTERESTING 2001-2019 DISCUSSIONS
Russia’s perception of the West’s focus on noncontact warfare and advanced cyber weapons 

in the 1990s led Russian theorists to conclude that adversaries wanted to develop a “clean” 
war run by special agents and programmers against a still vulnerable Russia. This led Russian 
authorities to envision IWes as helping to offset the Kremlin’s national security weaknesses. 
Russian theorists saw the many benefits of IWes and praised them for their universality, co-
vertness, and variety of implementation forms (software and hardware), their radical effects 
and ability to select a precise time and place of employment, and, finally, their cost-effective-
ness. But recognizing these attributes also raised concerns for Russia’s national security,[17] 
since other nations were farther along in IWe developments.  

The following discusses specific elements of Russia’s focus on IWes over the past two de-
cades and demonstrates the growing importance of the concept and how it has been integrated, 
through Russian eyes, into information warfare and its information-technical and informa-
tion-psychological components; and how IWes have underscored the growing importance of 
nonmilitary means to influence and win confrontations.

In 2001, the PIR Center in Moscow published a paper that included a key chapter on IWes, 
noting that, like the military, information superiority now determines battle outcomes. Invari-
ably, the first to process battlefield information is less vulnerable. Disabling an opponent’s 
command and control systems is key to information superiority. IWes can be high-precision 
weapons, electronic warfare assets, electromagnetic pulse weapons, or software viruses, among 
others. The paper noted that an IWe’s effectiveness in achieving information warfare missions 
is often pivotal.[18] The authors then discussed the same six IWe types and their characteristics 
and effects as were discussed by the 2000 IWe pamphlet authors--no surprise, because one of 
the 2000 pamphlet authors also coauthored the PIR Center report (V.N. Tsygichko). IWe effects 
were divided into three areas: information technologies (as components of munitions and re-
connaissance, propaganda, and software systems), energy (as components of EW, microwave, 
and cruise, or unmanned aerial vehicles), or chemical (gases, aerosols, pharmacologic agents, 
etc.).[19] Several other IWe advantages included general freedom of access to many information 
systems, especially in social media; the blurring of traditional legal and ethical borders (are we 
witnessing a crime or an act of war?); the difficulty in controlling perceptions due to the wide 
range of “facts” available; and the potential for the covert preparation of a battlefield years in 
advance through the placement of specific software.[20]

In 2002, in an important article in Armeyskiy Sbornik (Army Journal) by Vladimir Slipchen-
ko, who used the term “new-generation warfare” as early as 2000, noted that information’s role 
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will only grow in the coming century. IWes will be system-destroying, he noted, as they will 
disable entire combat, economic, and social systems, rendering them an effective non-nuclear 
strategic weapon. Offensive means include destroying or disrupting an adversary’s informa-
tion infrastructure, his process of operational command and control, and attacks on computer 
networks. Defensive measures include operational and strategic camouflage, physical defense 
of information infrastructure facilities, disinformation, electronic warfare, and other means. 
Slipchenko added that electronic suppression would remain the most important component 
of a nation’s information resources, predicting they eventually would become an independent 
countermeasure. He also flagged cybernetic warfare as a promising potential element of inde-
pendent development.[21]

Also, in 2002, two authors described IWes as nonlethal weapons (NLWs), noting the develop-
ment of the mass media as an information NLW prerequisite. Of interest is that psychological 
NLWs also were considered as IWes but had not yet been scientifically confirmed. These NLW 
types included telepathy, telekinesis, clairvoyance, and other psychological means,[22] all mea-
sures under study in Russia for decades but have yet to produce known discernable results.

In 2003, an article in the journal Military Thought noted that the Cold War’s end brought 
with it a desire to eliminate many weapons of mass destruction. This caused the military to 
focus more attention on precision-guided and other IWes, both lethal and nonlethal. The Per-
sian Gulf War, the article noted, integrated precision-guided weapons with global navigation, 
intelligence, communications, command and control, and electronic warfare systems and cre-
ated theater information weapons (TIWes). Specialists began to consider information-strike op-
erations, whereby a force could achieve military objectives without land forces. These authors 
viewed TIWes as the information-technical component of IWes. The information-psychological 
component, on the other hand, is designed to break the enemy’s will to resist, where the main 
targets are troop morale, public opinion, and the decision-making systems of the opposing 
side,[23] to include using psychotropic substances or manipulative information amid distracting 
messages. New technologies increase the opportunities to develop and use such effects as neu-
ro-linguistic programming.[24]

In 2007, Sergey Ivanov, Russia’s Defense Minister from 2001 until 2007, noted the important 
potential of IWes to influence the conduct of future wars. He was particularly impressed with 
the widespread applicability of IWes in conducting operations without becoming involved in a 
military conflict:

The development of information technology has resulted in information itself turning into a 
certain kind of weapon. It is a weapon that allows us to carry out would-be military actions 
in practically any theater of war, and most importantly, without using military power.[25]

In 2011, two Russian military specialists wrote on information-strike operations in the jour-
nal Armeyskii Sbornik (Army Journal). They viewed the classic triad of fire, strike, and maneuver 
as no longer capturing the essence of a battle or operation. Radio-electronic, electronic-fire, and 
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information-strike operations were the new forms of armed struggle. The latter is particularly 
important as defined below:

The information-strike operation (ISO) is the totality of mutually associated information 
strike engagements (srazhenie), information-strike battles (boi), and information strikes 
(udar), coordinated with respect to goal, missions, place, time, and method of conduct, 
carried out with the aim of disorganizing an adversary’s troop and weapons command 
and control system and destroying his information resources.[26] 

IWes conduct information strikes against an adversary’s information resources. The types 
of strikes include information-psychological (which disinform or mislead an adversary), infor-
mation-psychotropic (to disrupt a person’s psyche), radio-electronic, and program-computer. 
ISOs help gain information initiative and superiority, including command and control of troops 
and the adversary’s reflexive control. ISOs have no spatial limitations, a variety of forms and 
methods of use, no weather or seasonal constraints, can often be used covertly, and can target 
command posts and communication nodes.[27]

ISOs can be conducted in three stages. First, information support systems of command and 
control for intelligence, air defense, and rocket defense are disorganized. Second, under the 
cover of jamming, destructive strikes are made—operational-tactical and tactical rockets. Third, 
information support of tactical and army aviation and field artillery is disorganized.[28] To pre-
pare an ISO, an adversary’s command and control system must be studied and exposed, and 
objectives for fire and radio-electronic destruction determined in advance. Disorganizing the 
enemy’s command and control system is critical to planning and coordinating friendly fire 
destruction elements.[29] 

The authors then note the various types of information-psychological weapons that will en-
hance an ISO, and energy-information-psychological weapons under study for ways to mod-
ulate super high frequency ultrasonic infrared waves that affect the human nervous system. 
Psychotropic-information weapons use narcotics and chemicals to produce information-control 
effects on biological processes and the nervous system. Technical means (e.g., generators) of 
virtual information-psychological and other types of weaponry offer different potential capabil-
ities to affect the human psyche (author’s note: no actual results were offered, just these the-
ories). Information-psychological weapons are to be integrated with fire, radio-electronic, and 
energy effects to broaden the operational-strategic methods for achieving ISO goals. The ISO is 
basically an offensive action, but it can acquire a defensive character if needed.[30]

An influential 2012 article entitled “Information Weapons: Theory and Practice of Their Em-
ployment in Information Warfare” views the infosphere as an inexhaustible information space, 
supply and replenishment source, and one that also features the compactness of information 
carriers, and bloodless responses—all infosphere features that have exponentially intensified 
information warfare. IWes can at least be partially kept secret, can cross borders and impact 
sovereignty, and can be used in both military and civilian structures. More importantly, the 
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authors stated that IWes cause the greatest losses when used against command and control 
systems and the human mind.[31]

The authors classified IWes according to effects, which they termed as physical, informa-
tional, software, or radio-electronic. Physical effects included specialized storage batteries for 
high-voltage impulses, the means to generate electromagnetic impulses, graphite bombs, and 
microbes that interfere with electronic circuits and insulation materials. Information effects 
included mass information resources, global networks, and voice “disinformation” stations. 
Software attack weapons included computer viruses, logic bombs, and the means to suppress 
information exchanges. No radio-electronic effects were offered. However, “dynamic IWes” 
were defined as a “unified system of comprehensive, combined, beam, targeted, and strike em-
ployment of all forces and means of technical, communications, and information-psychological 
effects against the subconscious of the objective of the attack.”[32] Methods for  implementing 
dynamic IWes are mathematically, algorithmically, or software-hardware based, and are most 
effective when employed as a set in offensive, defensive, or support forms.[33] The authors noted 
that information-psychological effects result from:

A purposeful psychological attack against concrete areas of the human mind, the minds 
of a group of people, or the public consciousness as a whole. Effects can be implemented 
with respect to the means of information stimuli by using the entire spectrum of methods 
and forms of technical, visual, aural, medical, physical, painful, and virtual suppression 
of the will.[34]

Electromagnetic weapons (EMW) are well-known for disrupting or interfering with infor-
mation system operations. They can disrupt a country’s economy, production, and defense 
capabilities. Disrupting systems that exchange information for command decisions can have 
serious consequences. C4ISR is the main target of EMW effects. It was noted that “the princi-
ple of EMW action is based on short-term electromagnetic radiation of great power, capable of 
incapacitating radio-electronic devices that comprise the basis of any information system.”[35] 

The authors conclude as follows:

Universality, covertness, variety of the forms of software and hardware implementation, 
the radicalism of effects, adequate choice of time and place of employment, and, final-
ly, cost-effectiveness make IWes extremely dangerous. They are easily camouflaged as 
protection resources of, for example, intellectual property. They make it possible to even 
conduct offensive operations anonymously, without a declaration of war.[36]

Near the end of 2012, S.G. Chekinov and S.A. Bogdanov defined the initial period of war 
(IPW) in Military Thought, as the time when forces are deployed pre-conflict, to create favorable 
conditions for committing their main forces. Under the new military, political, and economic 
conditions, the authors attribute special significance to IPW for winning a conflict:[37] 
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The IPW may become the hardest phase in which the warring sides will be striving to 
make the most of the power of its groups of forces built up in advance and deployed in 
secret to achieve the main goals of the war. This period will be the most critical phase of 
the war and have a great effect on its outcome.[38]

Of interest are malware and other information technologies secretly placed in the infrastruc-
ture or computers of potential opponents in peacetime that would help accomplish some of the 
main means for winning a war, such as totally upending an opponent’s command and control 
system. Such technologies are IWes. The authors noted that “major military, political, and stra-
tegic objectives of the war must be achieved in its initial period.”[39] 

In early November 2013, the State Duma Security and Anticorruption Committee recom-
mended amending a Federal Security Service (FSB) law to allow police investigations to count-
er threats to Russia’s information security, such actions previously permitted only as to state, 
military, economic, or environmental security threats. The report indicated that harmful soft-
ware, for example, can be used as an information weapon[40] that could threaten security. That 
same year, Russia’s Security Council noted that information and communication technologies 
are a looming threat as IWes, since they can threaten strategic stability, violate the territorial 
integrity of other nations, and act in both the military and political spheres of interest.

In 2013, Chekinov and Bogdanov discussed new-generation warfare, highlighting on nu-
merous occasions the importance of information technologies,[41] noting that “decisive battles 
in new-generation wars will rage in the information environment,” where computer operators 
will manipulate computers far away from the conflict. Information operations will induce world 
public opinion to accept the need to restore democracy and fight tyranny.[42] Once information 
superiority is achieved in peacetime; conflict may even be avoided. If a conflict appears inevi-
table, it is visualized information technologies will heavily influence and possibly dominate its 
opening phases, as there will emerge a targeted information operation, an electronic warfare 
operation, and high-precision weaponry loaded with information technology.[43]  

In 2015, at a presentation in Garmisch, Germany, noted Russian information warfare experts 
I.N. Dylevsky and S.A. Komov offered a paper titled “Rules of Conduct in Information Space—
An Alternative to an Information Arms Race,” noting that “[a]nother aspect of confrontation in 
the information sphere is a rapid advancement and proliferation of information weapons.”[44] 
Their use can lead to industrial disasters or, worse yet, critical infrastructure (finance, energy, 
transport, etc.) destruction. The authors, while urging that it was time to adopt universal laws 
to prohibit their development,[45] did not expand on how this could be done, or how nations 
could control the risk of their development elsewhere. 

Later that year, Military Thought described nonlethal weapons (NLWs) as effective informa-
tion warfare assets, implying their potential as an IWe. In handling internal issues, NLWs can 
“defuse the bellicose moods stoked by propaganda and isolate the most outrageous advocates 
of the indiscriminate use of military force.”[46] Ironically, the “mood” of recent anti-Kremlin 
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demonstrations in Moscow was provoked or exacerbated by the Kremlin’s decision to keep 
certain people off election ballots. So, moods can either be “provoked” or “defused” (with NLW) 
by the same government officials.

Russia’s National Security Strategy, published in 2015, referred 36 times to the term “infor-
mation” without ever mentioning the term “cyber.” The primary use of information, it seems, is 
as an instrument “set in motion in the struggle for influence in the international arena” (along 
with political and financial-economic instruments). The Strategy reported that confrontation in 
the global information arena is “caused by some countries’ aspiration to utilize informational 
and communication technologies to achieve their geopolitical objectives, including by manip-
ulating public awareness and falsifying history.” Information is also mentioned as one way to 
enhance strategic deterrence. Information associated with extremism or terrorism is taken to 
be a significant threat to public security and, countering such threats requires an information 
infrastructure that ensures the public’s access to information on issues relating to the sociopo-
litical, economic, and spiritual life of Russia’s citizens.[47]

In 2016, during his annual speech at the Academy of Military Science, General Staff Chief 
Valery Gerasimov discussed the impact of so-called “color revolutions” and how their utility 
could be quickly furthered through the adaptive use of information resources as a weapon:  

Essentially, any “color” revolution is a state revolution organized from without. Their basis 
is information technologies, which envision the manipulation of the protest potential of 
the population in combination with other nonmilitary means. Here, mass targeted effects 
on the consciousness of the citizens of a state—the objects of aggression by means of the 
global “Internet” network—acquire important significance. Information resources have es-
sentially become one of the most effective types of weapons. Their extensive use makes it 
possible to “shake up” the situation in the country from within in a matter of days.[48]

“Information resources” the West uses against Russia, according to a New York Times source, 
are nongovernmental organizations (NGOs) and operations aimed at the young. For example, 
President's Putin's 2007 speech in Munich expressed concerns about NGOs, alleging they 
“are used as channels for funding, and those funds are provided by governments of other 
countries.” That flow of foreign money to assist opposition political organizations in Russia, he 
said, is “hidden from our society. “What is democratic about this?” he asked. “This is not about 
democracy. This is about one country influencing another.”[49]

In 2017, Chekinov and Bogdanov shifted focus from new-generation wars to the importance 
of “new-type” warfare. stating that globalization threatens a “new type” of war, which could 
“become the pivot of historical life in the 21st century.”[50] New-type warfare is characterized us-
ing “political pressure, information sabotage, cashing in on humanitarian issues, secret-service 
activity, and unfair and cunning diplomacy.”[51] Earlier in the article, the authors addressed the 
growing impact of information warfare. Information operations use manipulated information, 
computers, and telecommunications technologies to suppress adversaries by disorganizing 
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command and control and introducing chaos into their work. This work misinforms army per-
sonnel and the population and psychologically crushes them.[52] The realm of the virtual, both 
informational and cognitive, is exploited.[53] Again, while not explicitly mentioning IWes, the 
article clearly views IWes as major components of new-type warfare. 

In 2019, the journal Vestnik Akademii Voennykh Nauk (Journal of the Academy of Military Sci-
ence) published an article on the impact of information processes on Russia’s national security. 
It stated that the information society, globalized information processes, and the democratiza-
tion and heightened importance of socio-political factors in society had created an information 
struggle. Internally, the struggle is about controlling large numbers of people. Externally, the 
information struggle rages both in times of peace and war among states, regardless of whether 
the states are allies or enemies. Twenty-first century struggles include a state’s information 
capabilities, which work to achieve the strategic advantages[54] that come from information 
superiority.

Information, the authors note, moves through space and time via processes of “searching, 
collecting, storing, processing, presenting, accumulating, disseminating, and decision-mak-
ing.”[55] Depending on how information is used and where it is located (in military weapons 
technology, in a human mind, in command and control processes, etc.), it produces different 
effects (precise targeting, manipulation of data, etc.). The authors defined IWes as follows:

Information weapons are the totality of technical, software, and other special resources, 
constructively intended for the formation of information effects for the purpose of dis-
rupting information processes by means of effects against the elements of an informa-
tion resource (information target) by a special pattern of organized flows of emissions 
of energy of different physical natures or a specific pattern of selected and structured 
information.[56]

The authors believe the concept of “means of information effects” more broadly describes 
the essence of IWes. Technical effects, linguistic and software products, and other means can 
produce effects against an opposing side’s information resources. Effects used to gain informa-
tion superiority against an opponent include radio-electronic warfare resources, software that 
disables automated C2 systems, psychotropic generators, special pharmacological means, and 
the mass media. Information superiority was defined as superiority in timeliness, reliability, 
and completeness attained by C2 organs for use in the processing and timeliness of decision 
making and control in the execution of plans.[57]

A final 2019 article by a US author, discussed Russia’s use of the “big lie,” that is, Russia’s 
tendency to define objective reality as the Kremlin sees fit and thereby avoid responsibility for 
the “truth.” This is a different type of IWe. The article described Russia’s recent admonition to 
Iran never to admit guilt in the downing of the Ukrainian airliner that it had recently caused. A 
deputy head of Russia’s State Duma’s Defense Committee noted that it was far more important 
to blame the US.[58] This has been a typical Russian response to avoid responsibility at all costs, 
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even to the detriment of its own credibility. Russia is quick to openly deny complicity in any 
accusation leveled against it by other nations. To date, its responsibility for the shootdown of 
MH-17 airliner over Ukraine and its involvement (based on credible evidence) in the poison-
ings of former Russian intelligence operators Aleksandr Litvinenko and Sergey Skripal (both 
on UK territory) are such examples. So is its failure to accept responsibility for the doping of its 
athletes in the Sochi Winter Olympics, a charge first levied by a Russian!  

FROM INFORMATION WEAPONRY TO KOKOSHIN’S TECHNOSPHERE
Now shifting attention from IWes to artificial intelligence (AI) and quantum computing is-

sues, while these topics are beyond the scope of this article, their mention is important, given 
their significance in the continuing evolution of IWes. 

Andrey Kokoshin, former Secretary of the Russian National Security Council and Deputy 
Defense Minister, is a renowned researcher on military and scientific issues. He wrote in a 
2019 issue of the Journal of the Academy of Military Science that the military technosphere is 
a complex combination of technologies from several generations, and in several dimensions, 
that must be studied and used to forecast and implement change. These technologies will affect 
both operational and strategic plans. Various components of the technosphere, to include the 
combat and non-combat employment of forces and means, need to be assessed[59] for how tech-
nical issues can strengthen or weaken their use. Crucial technosphere developments currently 
include AI and quantum computing capabilities, along with the use of information influence.

Kokoshin stated that the ability to impose information effects on an opponent, including 
political and psychological effects, can deter confrontations. Each effect relies on “a persuasive, 
carefully thought-out demonstration of our military-technical and operational-strategic capabil-
ities.”[60] Information confrontations can include fakes and deliberate disinformation, and these 
can contribute to an escalation of the situation and affect decision-makers. While never citing 
the term “IWes” directly, Kokoshin describes AI systems, robotics, and military confrontations 
in space all as information-based technologies, thus implying that they are IWes. 

Kokoshin views AI’s development strategy as complex, requiring consideration of uncertain-
ty and risks: some (if not all) AI applications may have unexpected consequences, particularly 
when decision-making and command and control issues are at stake. Further, leaders need 
information as to political-military, operational-strategic, and tactical situations during infor-
mation confrontations and struggles for cyberspace superiority. The last two issues must be 
included in war games to create a precedent for decision-making support systems.[61]

Kokoshin also views quantum technologies and quantum cryptography as critically import-
ant. Because China may have the edge with quantum telecommunications network superiority, 
he also believes that China can perhaps deliver “a blow against the contemporary informa-
tion-centric methods of waging war” that the U.S. Armed Forces have developed.[62] 
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CONCLUSIONS
Russia is far removed from the days when it threatened the US with a nuclear attack if an 

information attack was conducted against the Kremlin. Russia now possesses its own arsenal 
of IWes, one with different forms than what the West is familiar with. Russia believes IWes 
are non-nuclear, strategic weapons capable of inflicting numerous types of destruction or in-
fluencing potential opponents, from disorganizing command and control and disabling criti-
cal infrastructure to manipulating and persuading public opinion and causing chaos in state 
administrations and electoral processes. Information technologies lie at the center of IWes 
and, while they can be found in the arsenals of most nations, they are used in different in-
formation-technical and information-psychological ways by Russia. Information resources are 
used to manipulate objective reality in favor of the Russian perception of events, all the while 
disregarding logic and the accumulation of available evidence and proof that totally offset the 
Russian version of events.

Russian theorists focus their IWes in the following characteristics, types, advantages,  
targets, and challenges: 

mIWe characteristics: universality, covertness, variety of software and hardware  
implementation, radicalism of effects, adequate choice of time and place of  
employment, and, finally, cost-effectiveness

mIWe types: NLWs, color-revolutions, NGOs, high-precision weapons, electronic warfare 
assets, electromagnetic pulse weapons, software viruses, energy-information-psycho-
logical weapons; psychotropic-information weapons; technical means (generators, etc.) 
of virtual information-psychological weaponry; and information-psychological weapons 
integrated with fire, radio-electronic, and energy effects

mIWe advantages: can be used in secret, can cross borders with impunity, and can be 
used against military and civilian structures; offer freedom of access to adversary  
information systems, such as social media; and allow for the covert preparation of  
battlefields years in advance with placement of specific software in an adversary’s 
cyber operations

mIWe targets: warfighting, economic, and social systems, along with computers;  
programmable apparatuses, command and control means, communication and  
decision-making channels, and the human intellect and mass consciousness  

mIWe problems (Note: this is a Russian perspective): IWes threaten strategic stability 
and the violation of territorial integrity; it is hard to get UN agreement to limit IWe 
development; it is important to guard against the Western use of color revolutions and 
nongovernmental organizations to falsify history and manipulate public opinion against 
Russia; we must be vigilant for information sabotage
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mIWe effects: physical, informational, software, or radio-electronic; special pharmacolog-
ical means and the mass media; information technologies that intensify the accuracy of 
munitions and reconnaissance assets and offer the pervasive application of propaganda 
and software; energy (as components of EW, microwave, and cruise or unmanned aerial 
vehicles); and chemical (gases, aerosols, pharmacologic agents, etc.)

In Summary, the Russian understanding of an IWe is much broader than how the term might 
be understood in the West. There is much for analysts to consider as they ponder Russian ac-
cess to and use of the IWe, especially as Russia will continue to search for new and innovative 
applications of their use.

2. Previous to my work as a private investigator I spent nearly three
decades in the F.B.I. Between 1951 and 1960 I was an F.B.I.
Special Agent. In 1960 I was promoted as a supervisor at F.B.I.
Headquarters in Washington, D.C., where I was in charge of
Organized Crime and Racketeering investigations covering 26
F.B.I. Field Offices nationwide. Following the assassination of
President John F. Kennedy, I was re-assigned to Special Inquiry
White House Matters at F.B.I. Headquarters. In 1965 I was
promoted again to Assistant Special Agent-In-Charge of Internal
Security and Anti-Terrorism of the F.B.I. New Haven, Connecticut
Field Office. In 1970 I was promoted to Assistant Special Agent-
In-Charge of the F.B.I. Philadelphia, Pennsylvania Field Office.
On July 12, 1972 I successfully negotiated with two terrorist
hijackers of National Airlines Flight 496 for the release of 119
passengers at Philadelphia International Airport. In 1973 I was
promoted to Chief Inspector at F.B.I. Headquarters. I also served



as Special Agent-In-Charge of the F.B.I. Memphis and Dallas
Field Offices. I retired from the F.B.I. as Senior Special Agent-In-

3. I have read the Complaint in the current action of Mr. Keith
Labella against F.B.I. and D.O.J. It is my professional opinion,
based on information, knowledge and belief that the information
sought by Mr. Labella in this F.O.I.A. suit regarding “gang
stalking”, “gang stalking groups” and “gang stalking methods”
reasonably describes an ongoing, active, covert nationwide
program that is in effect today, and, based on my investigations
and experience, has been operational since at least the early
1980’s. Since the 1980’s gang stalking has increased in scope,
intensity and sophistication by adapting to new communications
and surveillance technology. These programs are using the
codenames Echelon Program, Carnivore System, and Tempest
Systems. The Echelon Program is administered by the N.S.A. out
of Fort Meade, Maryland, and monitors all email and phone calls
in the world. Carnivore System is administered by the N.S.A. out
of Fort Meade, Maryland, and can download any computer system
without being traced or otherwise known to the owner. Tempest
Systems can decipher what is on any computer screen up to a
quarter of a mile away. These programs are negatively impacting
thousands of Americans and severely abusing their civil rights on a
daily basis.

4. Based on my investigative work, which includes intelligence from
sources such as active and former members of the Intelligence
Services (including the F.B.I., the C.I.A., the N.S.A. and Military
Intelligence), information from informants active in criminal
enterprises, and, victim testimonies, I have come to the conclusion
that thousands of victims have been targeted by an illegal
government rogue criminal enterprise that is active 24 hours a day
within the U.S. This conspiracy is far too active to be controlled or
operated by private enterprise whose goals are achieving financial
gain. These operations require extensive financing with no return
on the investment.

6. I firmly believe that most individuals working in the F.B.I., other
intelligence agencies, and the government overall are honest, law-
abiding public servants. However, a sophisticated network of rogue
operatives has secretly infiltrated the FBI, other intelligence
agencies including the C.I.A., and other key government positions.
This rogue element seeks personal power and wealth and considers
themselves above the law and the Constitution. They are carrying
out the aforementioned surveillance and harassment activities in
conjunction with organized crime, the cult movement in America
including Satanic cults, other commercial and political interests,
and even misguided civic organizations and neighborhood groups.

disinformation and smear campaigns, poisoning, assaults and
murder, illegal set-ups on drug charges and other felony charges,
amongst many other civil rights abuses.

8. In addition to high-ranking members of the F.B.I., other
intelligence services, and the government overall, wealthy,
powerful members of criminal syndicates, multi-millionaires and
the corporate elite are using the government gang stalking program
to harass enemies. They can get a targeted individual harassed for
the rest of that individuals’s life (individual cases of gang stalking
lasting for over a decade are common). The higher status members
of the gang stalking conspiracy initiate the gang stalking and
coordinate logistics and funding. Lower echelon government rogue
operatives, lower ranking members of the military (in violation of
Posse Comitatus), petty criminals and street thugs perform the
actual grunt work of daily monitoring and harassment of
individuals targeted by the program.

9. Based on my professional experience, extensive intelligence
information and belief, it is my professional opinion that the F.B.I.
is involved in and has investigative files on the subject of gang
stalking, related gang stalking methods, and gang stalking groups
in the F.B.I.’s vast intelligence files, that are responsive to Mr.
Labella’s F.O.I.A. Complaint. Furthermore, I have personally
referred numerous victims of gang stalking to the appropriate
agents at the F.B.I. for investigation of their cases. I have also
furnished the F.B.I. with documentation of an active international
child kidnapping ring probably operated by rogue C.I.A. agents.
The F.B.I. has ignored my requests to investigate even though it is
their responsibility to investigate kidnappings. I have a contact in
Germany who advises me that the C.I.A. has set up secret
operations on U.S. military bases for the kidnapping, sale and



trafficking of children worldwide. The F.B.I. may be using a
unique codename and nomenclature for the gang stalking
phenomenon in its records. However, this is a semantic difference,
and, in no way changes my professional opinion that the F.B.I. has
investigative files on the nationwide phenomenon of gang stalking
described in reasonable and specific detail in Mr. Labella’s
F.O.I.A Complaint. These F.B.I. files contain information
responsive to Mr. Labella’s F.O.I.A Complaint regarding the
subject of gang stalking. The F.B.I. and other intelligence agencies
are administering and covering up the rogue, covert, government
criminal enterprise of gang stalking. The gang stalking
phenomenon appears in the records of both the F.B.I. and the
N.S.A. in their records pertaining to the Echelon Program,
Carnivore System, and Tempest Systems. In addition, the gang
stalking phenomenon appears in the records of both the F.B.I. and
the N.S.A. in their records pertaining to information collected by
Narus systems. Narus is a wholly owned subsidiary of defense
contractor Boeing that produces sophisticated, mass surveillance
computer systems currently being used by both the F.B.I. and the
N.S.A.

RELEVANT PSYCHOSOCIAL DYNAMICS CONDUCIVE TO TORTURE AND ILL-TREATMENT 

Coordinated stalking vic<ms experience psychological aQacks in full view of their communi<es, 
workplaces, and families. Their vic<miza<on is an open secret in their environments, making it easy for 
authori<es, civil servants, and communi<es at large to dismiss and/or misdiagnose them. Highlighted 
below are some of the key components: 

1. Reasons differ. The reason may never be known to the vic<m, though many are whistleblowers, 
employees who reported sexual harassment, or have had a fallout with a spouse or other known 
associate. Example below:

2. Preceding the vic<ms’ awareness, a combina<on of surveillance and character assassina<on creates 
the founda<on for a total life destruc<on scenario, whereby the vic<m is pushed out of jobs, 
neighborhoods, and social circles. 

3. Surveillance is highly advanced and pervasive and occurs in and out of the home. Smart devices/apps 
are used by the cadre of abusers, allowing for coordinated <ming in carrying out the various forms of 
abuse.  

4. Mul<ple abusers par<cipate who are strangers to the vic<m and have no personal reason to be 
involved. Public mobbing is prevalent, and vic<ms are forced to endure mul<ple encounters with every 
foray into the public.  

5. Recruitment of neighbors, family, and friends to par<cipate in the persecu<on of the vic<m is 
executed when possible.  

6. Contact is constant. Vic<ms report a 24/7/365 paQern of various forms of stalking, in<mida<on, 
vandalism, and harassment, crea<ng a non-stop torturous environment.  

7. Workplace mobbing is reported in most cases, resul<ng in inability to stay employed and resul<ng in 
homelessness.

8. Tradi<onal physical violence is not typical. Directed energy devices such as those used on the China 
and Cuba diplomats are heavily reported.  

9. Crimes are carried out by highly organized networks of par<cipants. Many are paid by contractors, PI 
firms, security firms.  

10. Law enforcement regularly dismisses vic<ms repor<ng these crimes. Protec<ve orders do not work 
for coordinated stalking. Even if a perpetrator is iden<fied, typically there is no way to know or prove if 
they have shown up more than once.  

12. Inves<ga<ons are seldom conducted.  

13. Vic<ms can be re-vic<mized by being placed on psychiatric holds when repor<ng crimes to 
authori<es.  

14. Even if vic<m moves out of state (many do), stalking will con<nue, crossing state lines and breaking 
federal laws.  

15. Vic<ms find it difficult to convince anybody of what they are experiencing and consequently find 
themselves isolated and lacking meaningful support.  

16. Severe psychological and physical effects are rou<nely reported. Few resources exist to support 
vic<ms. 

RECOMMENDED NORMATIVE, INSTITUTIONAL AND POLICY MEASURES OF PREVENTION AND 
MITIGATION. 

The exis<ng federal and California state laws pertaining to stalking provide some protec<ons for vic<ms 
of cyber torture via coordinated stalking. The advancement of technology and the mone<za<on of these 
crimes by contracted security firms, private inves<ga<on agencies and criminal elements necessitate 
addi<onal protec<ons. The following are suggested to strengthen current laws and policy:  

1. Prohibit for-profit contract and coordinated stalking and punishable by law and compensa<on:  

a. By firms such as private inves<gators and security providers. Revoke client/aQorney 
privilege in such instances 

b. By individuals hired as agents of firms earning pay to conduct these illegal opera<ons 

c. By landowners, property managers and landlords recruited and paid to be complicit and 
conduct harassment in apartment buildings and rentals, while not offering redress to 
tenants of documented issues  

2. Make liable businesses that contract to be complicit in these crimes as well as any employees 
ac<ng as their agents while commifng such crimes.  

3. Make the use of phone/device applica<ons for tracking vic<ms as a part of coordinated efforts to 
stalk, illegally surveil and harass individuals punishable by law and compensa<on. 

4. Create task force to educate law enforcement at all levels across the na<ons about these crimes 
and require that they provide a safe environment for vic<ms when they seek assistance.  

5. Require federal and local law enforcement to inves<gate reported cases of cyber torture via 
coordinated stalking. 



AFH Data on Self-Reported Victims of Coordinated Stalking in California 
The following data was collected via surveys conducted by the Bay Area Support Group (BASG) and 

statewide counts collected by Surveillance Harassment Survivors Alliance (SHSA). The goal of collecting 

this information is to provide a data driven picture of coordinated stalking crimes in the state of 

California. Much like sexual assault, coordinated stalking crimes are grossly under reported. What follows 

is a small sample size of self-reported victims. We are working to apply statistical methodology to 

estimate the true population size of victims in the state. Outreach efforts by BASG, Surveillance 

Harassment Survivors Alliance (SHASA) and other organizations addressing this issue across the country 

are ongoing to provide support to victims that will allow them to come forward and be counted. 

There were 417 respondents to the CA statewide survey by SHSA. Stats include the cbsa counts, populations, & 

percentage of reported victims accounted for by each core-based statistical areas (cbsa). The census bureau 

describes a cbsa as a “U.S. geographic area defined by the Office of Management and Budget that consists of one or 

more counties anchored by an urban center of at least 10,000 people plus adjacent counties that are 

socioeconomically tied to the urban center by commuting”. 15 observations did not specify location:

This section provides a detailed look at the experiences of 90 self-reported victims of coordinated stalking 

in the Bay Area. This data was collected from surveys solicited by the Bay Area Support Group (BASG).  

Criteria for inclusion in the report was that a victim began experiencing coordinated stalking protocols 

while a resident of California. Surveys were requested in a long hand format and responses were then 

synthesized into simple data categories for analysis. It is important to note that synthesizing data from a 

written format will incur some under reporting of experiences. Advocacy for Humankind will be working 

to increase sample size, and detail of data collection to provide a more robust reporting mechanism.

Victims reported contacting federal or state law enforcement in 66% of the surveys.  Of those contacts 

only 47% of the time did the victims feel safe and supported enough to request a formal report from the 

department they contacted. In those instances where an official report was requested only 54% of the 

time were victims successful in filing and obtaining copies of an official report. 

 

GLOSSARY OF TERMS AND RELEVANT TERMINOLOGY 

Community based stalking is the use of community websites, apps and organizations to illegally surveil, 

follow and harass victims in those communities. Victims are not given due process, notification, or reason 

for the abuses. Citizen participants are often manipulated into carrying out these illegal acts via slander 

campaigns. In some cases, compensation for these acts solidifies motivation 

Coordinated Stalking: occurs when multiple people (both within and outside of the community) conspire 

to willfully, maliciously, and repeatedly follow, surveil and harass an individual with the intent of placing 

that person in reasonable fear for his or her safety, or that of his or her immediate family. Perpetrators of 

these crimes may or may not be known to the victim or necessarily have cohabitated with the victim in 

the past or present. Also referred to as stalking by proxy.  

Cyber Torture: Cyber-technology used to inflict, or contribute to, severe mental suffering while avoiding 

the conduit of the physical body, most notably through intimidation, harassment, surveillance, public 

shaming, and defamation, as well as appropriation, deletion, or manipulation of information. 

 Directed energy devices (DED): are ranged weapons that damage the subject with highly focused energy. 

Includes laser, microwaves, and particle beams.  

Noise campaign: An orchestrated effort to produce stress in a victim through prolonged exposure to 

significant noise levels. Slander campaign. Also known as smear tactic or simply a smear. An effort to 

damage or call into question a person’s reputation by propounding negative propaganda. Can be applied 

to individuals or groups.  



Workplace bullying/mobbing: With participation of colleagues and management, a relentless campaign of 

psychological abuse (gossip, criticism, false reporting to management, shunning, gratuitous lack of 

cooperation, generally nasty behavior). Daily, ongoing ridicule and humiliation are employed, and 

eventually the victim is removed or forced out of the workplace. Workplace mobbing can result in the 

subject quitting their job or getting fired.  
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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 
 

In the last fifteen years, the U.S. government has drastically expanded a consolidated 
watchlisting system that includes hundreds of thousands of individuals based on secret evidence. 
Some parts of that system have drawn significant attention, including the No Fly List—
composed of individuals who are barred from flying to, from, or over U.S. airspace—and, to a 
lesser extent, the Selectee List—composed of individuals who are subjected to additional 
screening and questioning every time they seek to board an airplane. Yet a key component of the 
watchlisting system has received far less scrutiny: the Known or Suspected Terrorist (KST) File, 
which is maintained by the FBI and is accessible to federal, state, and local law enforcement 
entities nationwide through the National Crime Information Center (NCIC).  
 

The KST File is a successor to what was known until 2009 as the Violent Gangs and 
Terrorist Organizations File (VGTOF). Whereas VGTOF contained fewer than 10,000 terrorism-
related entries in 2003, KST contains hundreds of thousands of entries today. To be sure, law 
enforcement agencies have a legitimate interest in coordinating efforts to locate people for whom 
arrest warrants are outstanding. Today, though, KST is part of a vast system of domestic 
surveillance of people whom law enforcement labels suspect based on vague and loose criteria, 
with serious constitutional and privacy implications for those who are included in the File. Such 
individuals may be stigmatized as potential terrorists and are vulnerable to increased law 
enforcement scrutiny, often without knowing that they are on a secret watchlist, and without a 
meaningful way to confirm or contest their inclusion.  
 

The ACLU obtained information from the FBI about its VGTOF/KST File through a 
Freedom of Information Act (FOIA) request and subsequent lawsuit. Although much about the 
current size and operation of KST remains secret from the public, the more than 13,000 pages we 
now have, covering a five-year period from December 2003 to December 2008, offer key 
insights into the workings of this sprawling government database. Further information we 
analyze in this report came from another FOIA suit brought by the Electronic Privacy 
Information Center, inspector general reports, and the government’s Watchlisting Guidance 
leaked to the media in August 2014.  
 

This report presents an analysis of the most important findings from these documents and 
other resources, which raise serious concerns about the fairness, accuracy, and effectiveness of 
the KST File.  
 

Key Findings 
 

The number of individuals tracked by the VGTOF/KST File has increased exponentially. 
From just over 13,000 entries in 2003, VGTOF ballooned to 272,198 entries in 2008, and KST is 
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likely far larger today. Such dramatic growth does not reflect a commensurate increase in 
terrorist activity inside the United States during that time. In fact, terrorist activity in the United 
States since 2001 has been historically low and declining. Rather, the watchlist’s growth appears 
to result from a combination of the FBI’s decision to loosen the requirements for inclusion in the 
watchlist and the FBI’s shift in focus from federal law enforcement to domestic intelligence 
gathering.  
 

The documents raise serious questions about the accuracy of many of the records in the 
VGTOF/KST File. The FOIA documents indicate that the FBI long lacked sufficient safeguards 
for new entries to the File, increasing the risk that innocent individuals would be placed in it and 
retained there indefinitely. Although the process has become more centralized over time, the 
current system lacks adequate substantive oversight for existing entries and utilizes a low 
“reasonable suspicion” evidentiary standard that is subject to numerous exceptions. 
 
 The primary purpose of the VGTOF/KST File is not law enforcement, but the surveillance 
and tracking of individuals for indefinite periods. It would be legitimate for law enforcement to 
create a list of individuals for whom arrest warrants have been issued, but such individuals 
constitute a minuscule percentage of the overall number of records in the File. Police encounters 
with others in the File almost never result in arrest and are not intended to do so. Rather, the 
encountering officer is instructed to relay information about the watchlisted individual to the FBI 
without revealing to the individual that she has been watchlisted or that such information is being 
gathered or communicated. That information can include anything that the officer might glean 
during the encounter, such as vehicle information, travel plans and history, and the identities and 
other details of family members and companions.  
 

The FBI and other government agencies use “silent hits” to track encounters with a 
watchlisted person without alerting frontline law enforcement officers. During such encounters, 
the FBI receives an automatic notification of the encounter, while the frontline officer’s search of 
the individual’s name and biometric information yields no indication of the individual’s 
watchlisted status. FBI documents from 2009 showed that use of the “silent hit” system became 
increasingly widespread, and such routine use underscores that the KST File is principally a 
domestic intelligence-gathering tool, not a means of locating and apprehending criminals. 

 
Redress for individuals who are erroneously placed in the KST File is essentially 

nonexistent. The FBI’s longstanding policy is neither to confirm nor deny that an individual is on 
a terrorism watchlist. Unlike those on the No Fly List or the Selectee List, whose status on a 
watchlist becomes clear when they are prevented from boarding a flight or are continually 
subjected to additional screening, those in the KST File are unlikely to receive such de facto 
notice. Law enforcement officers who have access to the watchlist may learn that the 
government considers a person a terrorism suspect during traffic stops or in other contexts, but in 
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order not to alert individuals to the possibility of a pending investigation, the officers are 
instructed not to reveal to the individuals that they are on a terrorist watchlist. Even if, as often 
happens, individuals come to suspect that they have been placed in the KST File, the FBI has not 
instituted a process through which they can contest that placement and clear their names. The 
KST File is essentially a black box—an opaque and expanding accumulation of names.

Disseminating potentially erroneous, inaccurate, or outdated information on an ever-

expanding population of watchlisted individuals to hundreds of thousands of law enforcement 
officers nationwide stigmatizes those individuals as potential terrorists and exposes them to a 
heightened risk of unwarranted scrutiny or investigation by police. Additionally, leaked 
documents show that American Muslim communities are disproportionately watchlisted, further 
eroding those communities’ trust in law enforcement. Finally, a sprawling database with a low, 
exception-ridden standard for inclusion is not an effective one: in attempting to track so many 
individuals, law enforcement resources are diverted from actual security threats. Congress and 
the executive branch should institute much-needed reforms to address these concerns.  
 

I. BACKGROUND 
  

The VGTOF/KST File is part of a constellation of federal terrorism watchlists linked to 
the FBI’s Terrorist Screening Database (TSDB). The TSDB contains sensitive but unclassified 
terrorist identity information such as names, dates of birth, photographs, iris scans, and 
fingerprints.1 It was created in September 2003 by presidential directive with the goal of 
integrating several separate terrorist watchlists maintained by different agencies into one central 
repository.2  

 
The entity within the FBI that is tasked with managing the TSDB is the Terrorist 

Screening Center (TSC). TSC is “the U.S. government’s consolidation point for known and 
suspected terrorist watchlist information, both foreign and domestic.”3 Names are added to the 
TSDB through the nomination process, which begins with a law enforcement or intelligence 
agency (see Figure 1). All nominations from these source agencies are sent to and reviewed by 
either the FBI or the National Counterterrorism Center (NCTC), a part of the Office of the

Director of National Intelligence, before being forwarded to the TSC for inclusion in the TSDB.4 
Nominations of individuals suspected of involvement in domestic terrorism are reviewed by the 
FBI, and nominations of individuals suspected of involvement in international terrorism are 
reviewed by the NCTC.5

Although the FBI is the reviewing agency for domestic terrorism nominations, it can also 
be the source agency for both domestic and international terrorism nominations. Such 
nominations begin when an FBI field office submits a nomination form to the Terrorist Review 
and Examination Unit (TREX), the FBI headquarters unit that processes watchlist nominations 
resulting from open FBI investigations.6 TREX reviews these nominations and sends domestic 
terrorism nominations directly to the TSC, while international terrorism nominations are 
forwarded to the NCTC.7 The NCTC processes these nominations into its own database, the 
Terrorist Identities Datamart Environment (TIDE), and then feeds the names to the TSC, which 
enters them into the TSDB as well.8

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Once a name has been entered into the TSDB, it is fed into other screening databases,9 

such as the No Fly List (a list of individuals who are prevented from boarding a commercial 
aircraft for travel into or out of the United States or over U.S. airspace) and Selectee List (a list 
of individuals who are subjected to heightened screening at airports whenever they seek to board 
an airplane); the TSA’s Secure Flight program (used to conduct pre-flight watchlist screening of 
passengers); the State Department’s Consular Lookout and Support System (CLASS) (used to 
screen visa and passport applications); Customs and Border Protection’s TECS Database, which 
customs officers use to screen individuals at points of entry;10 and VGTOF/ KST, which is 
accessible to law enforcement agencies across the United States through the National Crime 
Information Center (NCIC).11 Information from the TSDB is also shared with more than a dozen 
other countries.12 
 

As discussed further below, the criteria for nominations to the TSDB and to 
VGTOF/KST are vague, overbroad, and encompass innocent and First Amendment-protected 
conduct.  
 

II. NEW DATA 
 

 The ACLU’s FOIA litigation revealed the following information about VGTOF/KST File 
from 2003 to 2008:  

 The total number of records in VGTOF/KST increased drastically from 2003 to 2008, 
undergoing a growth of nearly 2,000 percent. The total number of records continuously 
increased in this period except for one brief decline in late 2006. 
 

 The vast majority of records were related to suspected international terrorism and were 
processed through the NCTC and the TSC.  

 

 Military detainee entries and entries nominated by FBI legal attachés increased steadily 
from mid-2003 through the end of 2008.

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 Large fluctuations in the data suggest that there were problems with data management 
and prompt review. Furthermore, there were more than 2,500 faulty records labeled 
“Unable to Identify” from 2006 to 2007, most of which subsequently became identified 
as “Unknown”—meaning that the government did not know if the individual was 
suspected of domestic or international terrorism using its vague and over broad criteria. 

 
Total VGTOF Records 
 
 The total number of records in the VGTOF database increased dramatically over the 
relevant period (see Figure 2). The total increased from under 13,054 records in December 2003 
to 272,198 records by December 2008, an approximately 2,000 percent growth over only a five-
year period. This number includes both regular and silent hit entries (described in Section V). 
Even by the most conservative estimate, this means an addition of 259,144 new records to the 
database in a period of five years—an average of 142 new records per day.

In addition to the steady and high rate of increase, the total number of records was also 
characterized by large fluctuations. In May 2005, the total spiked to more than 130,000, only to 
decrease again to previous levels in the following month. This was likely the result of “VGTOF 
Refresh,” a major clean-up initiative which deleted 7,264 records, modified and updated 113,000 
records, and added 12,474 records that had been previously rejected from the VGTOF 
database.13 It is unclear, however, how and why the number decreased again precipitously in the 
next month, June 2005.14

either that records were not inputted promptly and thus dumped into the system in bulk at a later 
date, or that a large number of records were not properly removed from VGTOF when they 
should have been, resulting in their wholesale removal later. This indicates the likely presence of 
false positives—individuals who should have been removed but whose records remained in the 
system—at any given time over this period. 
 
Suspected Gang-Related versus Suspected Terrorism-Related Entries 
 

From late 2003 to early 2004, the number of suspected terrorism entries underwent a 
dramatic increase, from over 9,000 to more than 50,000 (see Figure 3). This is especially notable 
when compared to the number of suspected gang entries, which remained steady over this period. 
The growth in suspected terrorism entries from December 2003 on is likely because of the 
establishment of the TSC, which began operating that month.15 Although VGTOF contained both 
suspected gang and terrorism information, these data show that the dramatic growth in the size of 
the database in the last decade is due to the expansion of the suspected terrorism records, which 
quickly outstripped the suspected gang-related records.

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Domestic versus International Entries 
 
 The number of international entries vastly outstripped the number of domestic entries. 
Domestic entries hovered steadily around 500 or 600 entries for the duration of the period from 
November 2004 to November 2008 (see Figure 4). Fluctuations in the total number of entries in 
the database seems to be attributable to variations in the number of international entries, as they 
follow the same pattern.

Nominating or Processing Entities 
 

The FBI’s records categorize entries as either TSC records or FBI Field Office records. 
The precise definitions for these categorizations are unclear, but the vast majority of VGTOF’s 
records were categorized as TSC records, while only a small number were categorized as FBI 
Field Office records. Thus, the growth of the total number of records in VGTOF closely tracked 
the growth of records from the TSC (see Figure 5). 
 

The number of records categorized as having come from FBI Field Offices grew from 
below 2,000 in February 2003 to over 12,000 by August 2006, a six-fold increase (see Figure 6). 
This number underwent a dramatic change in August 2004, when it plummeted to double digits, 
where it stayed until it shot back up to approximately the previous levels in February 2006. The 
drastic reduction in August 2004 is the result of a change which rescinded FBI Field Offices’ 
ability to effect changes directly in the VGTOF database for suspected terrorism records.16 After 
that date, only TREX and TSC, along with limited entities within the FBI’s Criminal Justice

The data obtained through FOIA also reveal the number of records entered by the NCTC 

compared to other entities (see Figure 7). Throughout the FOIA period, the majority of records in 
VGTOF were entered by NCTC, and the proportion of NCTC-entered records grew over time.

Military Detainees and Legal Attachés 
 

During the period covered by the FOIA request, the VGTOF database also contained 
entries of U.S. military detainees and individuals nominated by FBI legal attachés. U.S. military 
detainees included individuals who were detained in Afghanistan, Guantanamo Bay, Pakistan, 
and Iraq. The FBI began collecting detainees’ fingerprints in Afghanistan in 2002.20 For these 
military detainee records, the Department of Defense (DOD), rather than the FBI, made the 
determination that the individuals were suspected terrorists based on its own criteria, and DOD 
was considered the nominating agency.21 After increasing steadily from mid-2003 to mid-2005, 
the number of military detainee entries stabilized at around 14,000 (see Figure 8).

Legal attachés are representatives of the FBI in foreign countries whose primary mission 

is to maintain relationships with the foreign country’s principal law enforcement agencies.22 
Entries resulting from nominations by FBI legal attachés increased steadily over the period from 
mid-2003 through late 2008, from fewer than 60 to over 800 records (see Figure 9). In general, 
the number of locations from which such entries originated also increased over this time period. 
In its 2009 review, the Office of the Inspector General raised concerns that many legal attaché 
entries had limited or no derogatory information supporting them and the FBI often conducted 
little or no independent analysis of the entries before forwarding them to the NCTC.23

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Unknown and Unidentifiable Records 
 
 Sets of records labeled as “Unknown” and “Unidentifiable” illustrate the extent to which 
the VGTOF database potentially contains flawed records. “Unknown” non-silent hit records are 
those that are not coded as domestic or international because that information is unknown. 
Another classification is “Unable to Identify,” the meaning of which is unclear from the 
documents.  
 
 The number of “Unable to Identify” records, initially in the hundreds in early 2006, 
increased more than tenfold in August 2006, hitting a peak of more than 2,500 records (see 
Figure 10). In August 2007, it appears that nearly 2,000 records were moved from the “Unable to 
Identify” category to the “Unknown” category. It is unclear how and why this change occurred, 
and whether and how the missing information was recovered for these categories to make them 
qualify for the “Unknown” category. In any case, these data show that at any time from mid-
2006 to mid-2008, between 2,000 and 3,000 records were incomplete and potentially faulty 
entries.

III. NOMINATIONS 
 

Information obtained from the ACLU’s FOIA litigation, along with publically available 
documents and reviews from the U.S. Department of Justice’s Office of the Inspector General, 
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yielded the following conclusions on how the nomination and removal processes have developed 
over time.  

 The procedure for nominating names for VGTOF/KST has become more centralized over 
time. 

 

 In the meantime, the criteria for inclusion in the watchlist have become less concrete and 
less specific.  

 

 What has been revealed regarding current practices suggests haphazard applications of 
vague standards to a variety of entries without regular oversight. During the initial 
nomination and review process, it is likely that some entries that did not meet the 
threshold nomination criteria were nevertheless entered into the watchlist. 

 

A. Historical Developments 
 
VGTOF – Early Process (1990s-2004) 
 

The VGTOF database became operational as a file within the NCIC in 1995.24 Prior to 
the September 11 attacks, the database had never been used for counterterrorism purposes,25 
although it contained nomination procedures for both suspected gang members and terrorism 
suspects alike. Documents governing the use of the file during that period suggest that any 
originating agency, be it a local law enforcement agency or an FBI office, could make either type 
of entry.26 Under this system, the originating officer could enter two types of information into 
VGTOF: group entries (entries of suspected gang or terrorist organizations) and individual 
member entries (which would be tied to a gang or terrorist organization).27  

 
The NCIC Operating Manual for this period defined terrorist organizations as 

organizations that use force or violence in patterns of conduct with an aim to “intimidate or 
coerce a government, civilian population, or segment thereof, in furtherance of political or social 
objectives.”28 The Manual also specified that terrorist group entries should be “the smallest

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identifiable segment, cell, or division which has been documented to be engaged or preparing to 
engage in qualifying terrorist activity.”29 

 
For individual member entries, the NCIC Manual provided the same criteria for 

suspected terrorists and suspected gang members: the individual either must have admitted to 
membership at the time of arrest or incarceration, or must satisfy two items on a composite list of 
indicators, including identification by a third party (either proven reliable or corroborated), 
observation by the originating law enforcement officer that the individual frequents the area near 
or associates with a group or affects the attire or markings of the group, or admission after arrest 
or incarceration that the individual is a member.30 The individual entries could also contain 
caution and medical codes such as “Armed and Dangerous,” “Violent Tendencies,” and “Heart 
Condition.”31 

 
Until at least July 2003, it appears that local law enforcement may have been able to enter 

information into VGTOF; the FOIA production revealed records labeled “Local Law 
Enforcement” entries, although it appears that they may only have been able to enter gang-
related records, not terrorism-related records.32 Even after a policy change requiring all 
information to be input by the TSC, state and local law enforcement officers could submit names 
for nomination to local FBI Joint Terrorism Task Force centers, which then transmitted the 
nominations to FBI Headquarters for review.33 Because records could remain in the database for 
years, some of the locally nominated names may have remained in the database long after the 
FBI phased out local officials’ nominating capabilities.34 
 
Centralization within FBI Headquarters (2004-2008) 
 

The VGTOF nomination procedure became more centralized in August 2004, when the 
FBI eliminated field offices’ ability to add names to the VGTOF database directly.35 Instead,

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only TREX, the TSC, and some entities within the FBI’s Criminal Justice Information Services 
(CJIS) Division could make entries in VGTOF.36 FBI field offices and legal attachés could 
submit names to the TREX office, but they could not create new records or alter existing records 
directly. For domestic terrorism entries, TREX sent the nominations it received to the TSC 
directly for inclusion in the TSDB; for international entries, TREX entered the information into 
VGTOF directly and then submitted the nomination to the NCTC, which entered it into TIDE, 
which in turn fed the record into the TSDB.37 Once included in the TSDB, domestic entries were 
electronically distributed to downstream screening databases, including VGTOF.38 Because 
international entries were already entered into VGTOF by TREX, the TSC did not export the 
record it received from TIDE to VGTOF.39 

 
FBI Headquarters’ newly centralized control over the nomination process also marked 

the end of concrete, specific criteria for nominations. In the NCIC 2000 Operating Manual, the 
government’s criteria for nominations included a specific list of behaviors it identified as 
indicating terrorist association or activity.40 By early 2005, the list had expanded to encompass 
vague, broad criteria such as “Terrorist acting alone” and “Subject is suspected or believed to be 
associated with terrorism or a terrorist organization.”41 By late 2005, the group entry criteria 
were deleted entirely from the operating procedures for VGTOF terrorism entries.42 By mid-
2006, individual entry criteria too appeared to fall away, giving way to a generalized standard: 
nominees to the TSDB needed only to “demonstrate a nexus to terrorism, or [be the subject of]

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an active investigation to ascertain whether a nexus to terrorism exists.”43 Some handling codes 
required “reasonable, articulable suspicion of criminal domestic or international terrorism 
activity,” but others did not.44 This ambiguity, and the low threshold for nomination, exacerbate 
concerns that the criteria led to the inclusion of entries that should not have been included.  
 
TSC Control, Dissolution of VGTOF, and Creation of the KST (2008-2009) 
 

The move towards a centralized nominations process with broad entry criteria continued. 
Although the TSC had been formally designated as the central watchlisting agency in 2003,45 
some significant gaps remained in the process prior to 2008. For example, TREX had an 
informal practice of entering international terrorist names directly into VGTOF and then 
forwarding them to NCTC, thus circumventing NCTC review.46 In September 2007, the Office 
of the Inspector General recommended that TREX stop directly creating VGTOF records for 
international terrorist nominations before sending them to the NCTC;47 TREX ultimately 
implemented this recommendation in May 2008.48  

 
By August 2009, the FBI had split VGTOF into two new, standalone files: the Gang file 

and the Known or Suspected Terrorist (KST) file, which both remain accessible through NCIC.49 
The KST file followed the same nomination process as had terrorism-related entries in VGTOF: 
the TSC is the central body with final decision-making power over whether to include 
nomination subjects into the TSDB, and the TSDB then populates the KST and other 
downstream databases.50  

 

B. Current Nomination Procedures and Criteria 
 

As outlined in Section I, the current process for source agencies to nominate new entries 
is as follows:

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1) The source agency submits names to either the FBI (domestic terrorism) or the NCTC 
(international terrorism).51 

2) The FBI or the NCTC reviews the nominations.52  
3) The FBI or the NCTC submits approved names to the TSC for inclusion in the TSDB.53  
4) The TSC exports the TSDB entries to downstream databases, including KST (formerly 

VGTOF).54 
 

For entries that originate with an FBI field office, the nomination process is as follows:  
 

1) The FBI field office submits domestic and international nominations to TREX.55  
2) TREX “Technical Information Specialists” review the nominations.56  
3) TREX sends domestic nominations to the TSC and international nominations to the 

NCTC.57 
4) The NCTC enters the approved names into the TIDE database, which is then exported to 

the TSC.58 
5) The TSC conducts a final review and imports all approved entries to the TSDB.59 
6) The TSDB entries then flow to downstream databases, including KST (formerly 

VGTOF).60 
 

Nominations for inclusion in the TSDB (and therefore in KST) must meet a “reasonable 
suspicion” standard based on “articulable intelligence or information which, based on the totality 
of the facts . . . reasonably warrants a determination that the subject is known or is suspected to 
be (or has been) knowingly engaged in conduct constituting, in preparation for, in aid of, or 
related to, terrorism or terrorist activities.”61 However, nominating agencies are instructed to 
establish their own processes for ensuring the quality and accuracy of the nominations, and it is 
not clear how consistent or meaningful those agencies’ quality control is.62 No entity ensures that

It is not clear what, if any, guidelines govern the nominations of source agencies other 

than the FBI. According to a 2014 OIG report, however, three categories of individuals can be 
nominated by the FBI for inclusion in the KST File: 1) subjects of full investigations, 2) subjects 
of preliminary investigations, and 3) non-investigative subjects.63  

 
Full investigations are authorized when there are “specific and articulable facts giving 

reason to believe that a criminal activity or a threat to national security may exist.”64 Subjects of 
full investigations are presumed to meet the “reasonable suspicion” standard because of the 
FBI’s internal criteria for expanding a preliminary investigation to a full investigation.65  

 
Preliminary investigations are authorized when “there exists any allegation or 

information indicative of possible criminal activity or threats to the national security.”66 Thus, 
the FBI initiates a preliminary investigation when it does not have enough evidence to meet the 
standard for a full investigation, and yet it may nevertheless nominate individuals under 
preliminary investigation for inclusion in the watchlist. Indeed, subjects of preliminary 
investigations may not meet the reasonable suspicion standard for watchlisting.67 As with the 
watchlisting criteria, the FBI’s guidelines for preliminary investigations are vague and 
overbroad, permitting intrusive investigations of people for lengthy periods even when the 
government does not have facts to meet its own low “reasonable indication” standard for 
showing that anyone has violated the law. 

 
A third type of nomination, the “non-investigative subject nomination,” allows for the 

nomination of individuals who are not the subjects of an open FBI investigation. Although the 
specific criteria for who may be nominated as non-investigative subjects are unclear,68 these

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nominations could include names that the FBI receives from foreign governments through legal 
attachés or from other agencies, such as the Drug Enforcement Administration (DEA).69 One 
document from the FOIA production describes non-investigative subject nominations by FBI 
Headquarters as “individuals [who] are ‘on the radar’ but are not currently under 
investigation.”70 A 2009 OIG report found that the review process for such nominations is “weak 
or nonexistent.”71 Similarly, a 2014 OIG report found that the FBI could not “readily provide an 
accurate accounting of the actions that were taken regarding the watchlisting of non-investigative 
subjects.”72 As the foregoing analysis makes clear, the FBI’s watchlisting practices for non-
investigative subjects are ripe for abuse and permit the inclusion of names submitted by foreign 
governments (which may have their own reasons for seeking to watchlist dissidents and 
opponents) under standards that fall short of the FBI’s already low threshold for nomination.  

 
 The FBI’s use of the “reasonable suspicion” standard is problematic for numerous 
reasons:  
 

 First, reasonable suspicion, as used here, is a very low standard that can be met with 
uncorroborated or even questionably reliable information and, on its face, does not 
require that it be more probable than not that an individual is involved in terrorism-
related activities. Such a low threshold for nomination injects a significant risk of error 
into the nomination process and makes it likely that individuals will be nominated for, 
and included in, the TSDB and KST based on conduct that is innocent or protected under 
the First Amendment. The 2013 Watchlisting Guidance also includes numerous 
exceptions to the reasonable suspicion requirement that make it significantly easier to 
watchlist non-citizens, leaving them particularly vulnerable to watchlisting based on 
inaccurate, incomplete, or spurious information.73 
 

 Second, nominations do not always appear to undergo review to determine whether they 
actually meet the “reasonable suspicion” standard. This is especially alarming in light of 
the fact that FBI field agents do not always understand the downstream effects of 
nominating an individual for entry into the TSDB.74 

  

 Third, the nominations of preliminary investigation subjects and non-investigatory 
subjects raise questions about how individuals who do not meet the criteria for full

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investigation—that is, “specific articulable facts giving reason to believe” a threat might 
exist75—could nevertheless satisfy the definition of “reasonable suspicion” required for 
entry into the TSDB, which is “articulable intelligence” and an “objective factual 
basis.”76  
 

 Fourth, the OIG reports suggest that there has been no systematic review for whether the 
nominating field office correctly determined that the reasonable suspicion standard had 
been met.77 In 2007, the OIG noted that the TSC had been attempting a record-by-record 
audit review of watchlist entries but that the TSC was unlikely to finish the process 
before 2012, and it is not clear if the review was ever completed.78 In addition, it is not 
clear how meaningful the review process was. While the TSC’s process in March 2006 
included reviewing incoming records for a “nexus” to terrorism,79 review of existing 
records appeared limited to special targeted reviews of the No Fly List and other specific 
categories, as well as situations where an external encounter with a subject indicated that 
information would need to be added or changed.80 These are not systematic reviews of 
historical records for substantive sufficiency to meet the reasonable suspicion standard.  

 

 Fifth, there are few external incentives for officials within the TSC and field offices to 
exercise caution when entering subjects according to reasonable suspicion standards. 
Because the information underlying watchlisting entries is secret, and because there is no 
judicial review of watchlisting decisions,81 officials do not have the same incentives as 
police officers (who face the suppression of evidence if their determination of reasonable 
suspicion or probable cause is incorrect) to adhere carefully to applicable evidentiary 
standards. In addition, those with decision-making authority over watchlist nominations 
may not fully understand the ramifications of placement on a watchlist.82

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 Sixth and finally, although the 2013 Watchlisting Guidance states that “First Amendment 
protected activity alone shall not be the basis for nominating an individual for inclusion 
on the Terrorist Watchlist,”83 it is clear that First Amendment-protected activity may 
constitute part of the basis for inclusion in the TSDB. Indeed, under the Guidance, a 
single Facebook post, Tweet, or anonymous letter may provide the “reasonable 
suspicion” necessary to watchlist an individual.84 

 
Given these deficiencies in the nomination process and standard, it is perhaps 

unsurprising that even someone who has been exonerated after investigation or even prosecution 
can nevertheless remain on the watchlist. An FBI document from 2009 explicitly states that 
individuals who have been acquitted of terrorism-related crimes, and those whose charges have 
been dismissed, can nevertheless remain on the watchlist provided that reasonable suspicion 
remains.85 Even when an FBI investigation has closed and the field office is theoretically 
required to submit a request to remove the individual from the watchlist, the FBI case agent can 
petition to keep that individual on the watchlist by nominating him or her as a non-investigative 
subject.86 In addition, individuals exonerated by an FBI investigation can remain in TIDE based 
on a nominating agency’s independent determination that the individual is a known or suspected 
terrorist (again according to vague and overbroad criteria) or under an exception to the 
reasonable suspicion standard.87  
 

IV. ENCOUNTERS WITH LOCAL LAW ENFORCEMENT  
 
 The documents obtained through FOIA litigation, along with other publicly available 
documents, show the following about law enforcement officers’ “encounters”88 with watchlisted 
individuals: 
 

 When local law enforcement encountered an individual on VGTOF/KST, such as during 
a routine traffic stop, and the officer runs a search of the individual’s name in the NCIC

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database, the officer ordinarily received an NCIC “hit” showing that individual had been 
watchlisted as a terrorism suspect.89  
 

 In the overwhelming majority of cases, an officer who encountered a watchlisted 
individual was not encountering a person with an outstanding arrest warrant. Instead, the 
individual was on the list for tracking and information-gathering purposes only.90 

 

 Although the TSC issued some standard advisory messages to law enforcement officers 
on how to conduct these encounters, the disclosure of individuals’ watchlisting status to 
local law enforcement officers made the individuals vulnerable to intensified monitoring 
and investigative interest. 
 

 Between December 2003 and May 2007, individuals in over 40 percent of all encounters 
that were referred to the TSC Call Center were a false match and were not actually on the 
watchlist.91  

 

A. The Encounter Process 
 

When a local officer queries the NCIC about an individual who is the subject of an entry 
in VGTOF/KST, the officer generally receives a message through NCIC about the individual.  
Entries in VGTOF/KST are categorized by the type of message—or “handling code”—that 
NCIC returns to the querying officer. As of 2009, KST utilized three separate handling codes 
(described in detail below): Handling Code 1 for subjects with arrest warrants, Handling Code 2 
for subjects who are slated to receive DHS detainers, and Handling Code 3 for the rest.92  

 
The vast majority of VGTOF/KST entries appear to have been Handling Code 3, the 

catch-all category. As of March 2007, 96.8 percent of the VGTOF entries were Handling Code 3, 
0.5 percent were Handling Code 2 (detainers), and 2.1 percent were Handling Code 1 (arrest 
warrants)..93 The remaining 0.6 percent of entries were “Other,” presumably meaning silent hit 
entries (discussed in Section V).94 Thus, it appears that VGOTF/KST in practice has primarily

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identified and tracked the whereabouts of its subjects, and very rarely has resulted in arrests or 
detention.  

 
 For the vast majority of subjects, which fall under Handling Code 3, VGTOF/KST has 
acted as an information-collecting tool for the TSC. In a 2006 meeting of the NCIC Advisory 
Policy Board, the director of the TSC stated that VGTOF’s purpose is to ensure that “for the very 
first time, state and local officers had some ability to know that someone they pulled over could 
be on the watch list,”95 prompting the local officer who encountered someone on the watchlist to 
call the TSC and provide the TSC with additional information about the subject. The TSC’s 
practice has been to record such information using a tool called the “Encounter Management 
Application,” which was implemented in July 2004 and contains records of all encounters since 
the TSC became operational.96 Information gathered from the encounter is analyzed and “used to 
enhance existing watchlist records,” which the intelligence community uses to assess threats and 
conduct investigations.97 
 

When the TSC receives a call from an encountering official based on a VGTOF/KST 
hit,98 it can look into the nominating agency’s system to determine if the individual apprehended 
is indeed the watchlisted suspect, and if so, if action should be taken. For domestic encounters, 
the FBI “must be consulted prior to taking any action based on ENCOUNTERS with a person 
who is a POSITIVE MATCH with KNOWN or SUSPECTED TERRORIST.”99 The 2013 
Watchlist Guidance adds that “[e]specially sensitive ENCOUNTERS often require coordination 
and situational updates with the White House, Northern Command (NORTHCOM), and FBI’s 
Counterterrorism-Watch.”100 In the vast majority of instances, the authorities have taken no 
action and have released the individual without telling him that he is on a watchlist.101 

 
For local officers, the discovery that a traffic violator is on a terrorist watchlist has 

sometimes led to actions that are not prescribed by the handling code messages. For example, the 
TSC acknowledged that in the early days of the implementation, some encountering officers had

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been “a little aggressive and . . . pulled the person out of the car” when they saw the NCIC hit 
telling them to contact the TSC.102   
 

B. Description of Handling Codes 
 
Handling Code 1 applies to individuals with outstanding arrest warrants in the NCIC 

Wanted Persons File.103 As of 2009, Handling Code 1 read as follows: 
 
***LAW ENFORCEMENT SENSITIVE INFORMATION*** 
 
WARNING – APPROACH WITH CAUTION. 
 
THIS INDIVIDUAL IS ASSOCIATED WITH TERRORISM AND IS THE SUBJECT OF AN 
ARREST WARRANT, ALTHOUGH THE WARRANT MAY NOT BE RETRIEVABLE VIA 
THE SEARCHED IDENTIFIERS. IF AN ARREST WARRANT FOR THE INDIVIDUAL IS 
RETURNED IN YOUR SEARCH OF NCIC, DETAIN THE INDIVIDUAL PURSUANT TO 
YOUR DEPARTMENT’S PROCEDURES FOR HANDLING AN OUTSTANDING 
WARRANT, AND IMMEDIATELY CONTACT THE TERRORIST SCREENING CENTER AT 
(866) XXX-XXXX FOR ADDITIONAL DIRECTION.  
 
IF AN ARREST WARRANT FOR THE INDIVIDUAL IS NOT RETURNED, USE CAUTION 
AND IMMEDIATELY CONTACT THE TSC AT (866) XXX-XXXX FOR ADDITIONAL 
DIRECTION WITHOUT OTHERWISE EXTENDING THE SCOPE OR DURATION OF THE 
ENCOUNTER. IF YOU ARE A BORDER PATROL OFFICER IMMEDIATELY CALL THE 
NTC. 
 
UNAUTHORIZED DISCLOSURE OF TERRORIST WATCHLIST INFORMATION IS 
PROHIBITED. DO NOT ADVISE THIS INDIVIDUAL THAT THEY MAY BE ON A 
TERRORIST WATCHLIST. INFORMATION THAT THIS INDIVIDUAL MAY BE ON A 
TERRORIST WATCHLIST IS PROPERTY OF THE TSC AND IS A FEDERAL RECORD 
PROVIDED TO YOUR AGENCY THAT MAY NOT BE DISSEMINATED OR USED IN ANY 
PROCEEDING WITHOUT THE ADVANCE AUTHORIZATION OF THE TSC. 
 
***LAW ENFORCEMENT SENSITIVE INFORMATION***104 

 

Handling Code 2 appears to pertain mainly to watchlisted individuals who are subject to 
current or future DHS detainers. The future detainers apply to those who would be given

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detainers if they encounter law enforcement.105 People with sealed federal indictments can also 
be subject to Handling Code 2.106 In addition, documents from 2008 indicate that Handling Code 
2 could be used for entries made under “exigent circumstances which require immediate entry of 
the record.”107 The full text of Handling Code 2 is as follows: 

 
***LAW ENFORCEMENT SENSITIVE INFORMATION*** 
 
WARNING – APPROACH WITH CAUTION. 
 
THIS INDIVIDUAL IS OF INVESTIGATIVE INTEREST TO LAW ENFORCEMENT REGARDING 
ASSOCIATION WITH TERRORISM AND THERE MAY BE A DETAINER AVAILABLE FROM THE 
DEPARTMENT OF HOMELAND SECURITY FOR THIS INDIVIDUAL.  
 
IMMEDIATELY CONTACT THE TERRORIST SCREENING CENTER (TSC) AT (866) XXX-XXXX 
OR, IF YOU ARE A BORDER PATROL OFFICER, IMMEDIATELY CALL THE NTC TO 
ASCERTAIN IF A DETAINER IS AVAILABLE FOR THE INDIVIDUAL AND TO OBTAIN 
ADDITIONAL DIRECTION. PLEASE QUESTION THIS INDIVIDUAL TO ASSIST THE TSC IN 
DETERMINING WHETHER THE INDIVIDUAL ENCOUNTERED IS THE SUBJECT OF A 
DETAINER WITHOUT OTHERWISE EXTENDING THE SCOPE OR DURATION OF THE 
ENCOUNTER. 
 
UNAUTHORIZED DISCLOSURE OF TERRORIST WATCHLIST INFORMATION IS PROHIBITED. 
DO NOT ADVISE THIS INDIVIDUAL THAT THEY MAY BE ON A TERRORIST WATCHLIST. 
INFORMATION THAT THIS INDIVIDUAL MAY BE ON A TERRORIST WATCHLIST IS 
PROPERTY OF THE TSC AND IS A FEDERAL RECORD PROVIDED TO YOUR AGENCY THAT 
MAY NOT BE DISSEMINATED OR USED IN ANY PROCEEDING WITHOUT THE ADVANCE 
AUTHORIZATION OF THE TSC. 
 
***LAW ENFORCEMENT SENSITIVE INFORMATION***108 

 

As the above language indicates, the querying officer is instructed to “question this individual” 
in order to help the NTC to determine whether this person is subject to a detainer, but the message 
provides no guidance on the questioning or the kind of information that would assist in such a 
determination. It also appears doubtful that officers could question an individual “without otherwise 
extending the scope or duration of the encounter,” since presumably an encounter with an individual not 
listed in VGTOF/KST would not involve additional questioning or awaiting a reply from the TSC or the 
NTC. Thus, encounters with individuals subject to Handling Code 2 will likely be longer and more

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intrusive than they otherwise would because of the ambiguity of the instructions and the directive to 
officers to question the individuals further.  
 

Finally, Handling Code 3 applies to all entries that are not categorized as Handling Code 1, 
Handling Code 2, or silent hits.109 The text of the message for Handling Code 3 states:

DO NOT ADVISE THIS INDIVIDUAL THAT THEY MAY BE ON A TERRORIST WATCHLIST. 
CONTACT THE TERORRIST SCREENING CENTER (TSC) AT (866) XXX-XXXX DURING THIS 
ENCOUNTER. IF THIS WOULD EXTEND THE SCOPE OR DURATION OF THE ENCOUNTER 
CONTACT THE TSC IMMEDIATELY THEREAFTER. IF YOU ARE A BORDER PATROL OFFICER 
IMMEDIATELY CALL THE NTC.  
 
ATTEMPT TO OBTAIN SUFFICIENT IDENTIFYING INFORMATION DURING THE ENCOUNTER, 
WITHOUT OTHERWISE EXTENDING THE SCOPE OR DURATION OF THE ENCOUNTER, TO 
ASSIST THE TSC IN DETERMINING WHETHER OR NOT THE NAME OR IDENTIFIER(S) YOU 
QUERIED BELONGS TO AN INDIVIDUAL IDENTIFIED AS HAVING POSSIBLE TIES WITH 
TERRORISM.  
 
DO NOT DETAIN OR ARREST THIS INDIVIDUAL UNLESS THERE IS EVIDENCE OF A 
VIOLATION OF FEDERAL, STATE OR LOCAL STATUTES.  
 
UNAUTHORIZED DISCLOSURE IS PROHIBITED.  
 
INFORMATION THAT THIS INDIVIDUAL MAY BE ON A TERRORIST WATCHLIST IS 
PROPERTY OF THE TSC AND IS A FEDERAL RECORD PROVIDED TO YOUR AGENCY THAT 
MAY NOT BE DISSEMINATED OR USED IN ANY PROCEEDING WITHOUT THE ADVANCE 
AUTHORIZATION OF THE TSC.

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 This message makes clear that the querying officer should attempt to identify, but not to 
arrest or detain, the individual; it also states that the officer may contact the TSC after letting the 
individual go to avoid extending the length of the encounter. 
 
 The three handling codes above were in operation as of 2009, but it is not clear if they 
continue to contain the language and format as listed above. In the past, some handling code 
messages contained a stronger warning against using the VGTOF hit as grounds for search and 
seizure:  

 
WARNING – STANDING ALONE, NCIC VIOLENT GANG AND TERRORIST ORGANIZATION 
FILE INFORMATION DOES NOT FURNISH GROUNDS FOR THE SEARCH AND SEIZURE OF 
ANY INDIVIDUAL, VEHICLE, OR DWELLING111 

 
This warning appears to have been omitted from the most recent handling codes; the 

2009 handling codes lack such specific instructions for law enforcement to ensure that they do 
not use KST hits improperly to extend the scope of detentions. 
 

The documents related to encounters with watchlisted people underscore that KST 
functions primarily as a means of tracking and monitoring individuals about whom the FBI is 
suspicious. It is not aimed only at a legitimate and targeted need to apprehend actual, known 
terrorists, and it carries the significant risk that innocent people will be subjected to intense 
scrutiny or lengthy, intrusive stops by law enforcement officers.

V. SILENT HITS 
 
 The ACLU’s FOIA litigation revealed for the first time the widespread and growing use 
of “silent hits,” a mechanism through which the FBI can keep tabs on individuals suspected of 
terrorism without notifying either those individuals or the local law enforcement officers who 
encounter them: 
 

 Silent hit entries allow the FBI and other executive departments and agencies to track 
watchlisted individuals while withholding this information from state and local law 
enforcement officials who encounter the individuals. Whenever local law enforcement 
encounters an individual with a silent hit entry, the FBI (and sometimes other designated 
agencies) will be automatically notified, but the local law enforcement officer will not.  
 

 The use of silent hits has grown over time, and more agencies have gained the ability to 
“nominate” individuals for silent hits as well as receive notifications of encounters. 

 

 Because of their highly secret nature, silent hit nominations are subject to less procedural 
protection, and it is extremely difficult for individuals wrongly placed on the list to seek 
redress.  

 

A. Criteria for Silent Hit Nominations 
 
The VGTOF/KST watchlist allows some individuals to be tracked without even the 

awareness of local law enforcement. When a local law enforcement officer encounters an 
individual with a silent hit entry and sends a query through the NCIC, the officer receives no hit 
in response, as if no record existed. Simultaneously, however, a notification is sent to the FBI or 
another nominating agency, informing them that the individual has been encountered.  

 
 A directive from the Counterterrorism Division to all FBI field offices in July 2006 stated 
that the subjects may be nominated as a silent hit entry in circumstances where the nominating 
official can articulate “a specific, narrowly-defined and legitimate operational justification” for 
requesting the silent hit.112 Such justifications include the following:  

 
1) “Subject of investigation is the target of 24/7 physical surveillance, undercover activities 

and operations, and undisclosed participation in organizations, in conformity with FBI 
policy”;

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2) “Subject is an employee, member, or is affiliated with a military, federal, state, local, or 
other law enforcement agency, or any group that may have access to NCIC terminals”; or 

3) “Other unique operational circumstances in which a nominating official can articulate a 
reasonable and detailed justification why the subject should be included in 
NCIC/VGTOF as a silent hit.”113 

 
A proviso in the same directive recognized that because the fact that encountering 

officers are not alerted to silent hit entries “raises officer safety issues, subjects who have a 
violent nature or are known to be armed and dangerous should not be marked as silent hits.”114   
 

In order to ensure that those considered “armed and dangerous” are not listed as silent 
hits, internal guidelines from May 2008 stated that the “Officer Safety Information Field” of an 
individual’s VGTOF entry must “be null/blank for records with a HC [handling code] of R or 
S.”115 The “Officer Safety Information Field” includes any information “that would serve to 
protect or support an encountering law enforcement officer,” including that the subject 
“professes to kill or harm law enforcement,” “is known to impersonate a law enforcement 
officer,” “has been issued a concealed weapons permit,” or “is known to carry weapons on his 
person.”116 Correspondingly, the guidelines stated that “it is imperative that individuals that pose 
any degree of threat to the safety of an encountering law enforcement officer not be issued a 
Silent Hit Handling Code.”  

 

B. Expanding Use 
 

The records the ACLU obtained through FOIA indicate that the capability to utilize silent 
hits was originally intended to be temporary.117 Only CJIS could enter silent hit entries, and a 
local law enforcement officer’s query of a silent hit record prompted a notification only to FBI 
Headquarters.118 Around February 2002, silent hits became a permanent fixture of the system, 
and the “Office of Origin” for a particular case gained the ability to receive notifications 
regarding that silent hit record.119

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As of 2008, the FBI and “OGAs” (likely “other government agencies”) could nominate 
individuals to be included as silent hit entries and receive notifications from encounters with 
those individuals.120 In some circumstances, “sole OGA identities” with “no FBI nexus/interest” 
could also be included as silent hit entries.121 It is unclear whether and to what extent the FBI 
reviewed silent hit nominations from outside agencies before approving them.  
 
Total Silent Hit Records 

 
The use of silent hits grew dramatically after their inception, from several hundred 

records in early 2003 to over 4,600 records by mid-2006 (see Figure 11). In the period from 2004 
to 2008, silent hit records consistently made up between 1 to 3 percent of all records in the 
VGTOF database.

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International versus Domestic Silent Hits 
 

In terms of total numbers, the vast majority of silent hit records are international (see 
Figure 12). However, silent hit entries account for a much larger proportion of domestic entries 
than of international entries. In the period from 2005 to 2008, between 21.0 and 25.4 percent of 
domestic entries were silent hit entries, compared to between 1.0 and 2.4 percent of international 
entries.

C. Fewer Procedural Protections 
 
Because silent hits are kept secret even from local law enforcement, they present an 

additional layer of due process concerns. First, silent hits undergo less review internally. 
Regular, non-silent hit subjects are required to be referred to the Office of the General Counsel 
and the Inspection Division of the FBI as a potential matter for Intelligence Oversight Board 
(IOB) review when the subject remains in the VGTOF/KST database after the FBI investigation 
is closed and is nominated solely by the FBI. Silent hits, on the other hand, “are not considered 
potential IOBs” and are not referred for such review.123  

 
Second, it is nearly impossible for an individual to challenge or seek redress for 

erroneous placement on the silent hit list. Generally, the government does not disclose whether 
an individual is on a terrorist watchlist. Nevertheless, in some instances, individuals who are

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designated as regular (i.e., non-silent) hits in VGTOF/KST have become aware of their likely 
inclusion on the watchlist through encounters with law enforcement, allowing them to at least 
file complaints for redress.124 By contrast, individuals who are the subjects of silent hit entries 
have no way of knowing that they are watchlisted, making any challenge to their watchlist status 
highly unlikely.  
 

VI. REDRESS 
 
 Obtaining redress for erroneous inclusion on VGTOF/KST is extremely difficult:  

 The government does not confirm whether individuals who suspect that they have been 
adversely affected by placement on a watchlist are, in fact, watchlisted.125 

 

 The procedure for challenging erroneous inclusion on the terrorist watchlist is opaque, 
one-sided, and non-participatory. 

o Individuals can submit complaints only if they come to suspect, through 
encounters with law enforcement officers or other government officials, that they 
are included on the watchlist. 

o Individuals cannot review or refute any information underlying their placement on 
the watchlist. 

o Individuals are not granted a hearing at which they could establish their credibility 
before a neutral decision maker. 

o Individuals never receive a confirmation that erroneous information has been 
removed from watchlist-related files. 

 
Until 2005, the government had no redress process in place for individuals who were 

erroneously placed on the watchlist.126 In January 2005, the TSC established a formal redress 
procedure through which screening agencies could refer individual complaints to the TSC.127 In

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September 2007, agencies involved in the watchlist process executed a “Redress Memorandum 
of Understanding” to coordinate a redress process.128 
 

When an individual files a redress complaint, the screening agency—the agency that 
conducted the terrorist screening, for example airport security—forwards the complaint to the 
TSC.129 TSC’s Redress Office then determines whether the complaint is related to a TSDB 
record, including whether the complainant is a watchlisted individual or “merely a near-match to 
a watchlist record.”130 If the complainant is the watchlisted individual, TSC’s Redress Office 
coordinates with the nominating agency in determining whether the individual continues to meet 
the standards for remaining on the watchlist, and it can remove or modify the watchlist entry 
accordingly. The TSC has the final say on redress disposition.131 The screening agency sends a 
formal response to the complainant.132 An individual could try to file an administrative appeal 
through the screening agency where the agency makes such appeals available.133 The TSC may 
then release or update the watchlist information. It is unclear if anyone has appealed a redress 
disposition successfully.134 
 

As of February 2007, it took the TSC an average of over two months to review a redress 
inquiry, and 28 percent of reviews lasted more than 90 days.135 The TSC did not have explicit 
guidelines for timeliness in redress procedures as of that date.136  

 
The Department of Homeland Security’s Traveler Redress Inquiry Program (DHS TRIP) 

addresses redress complaints related to watchlist issues that arise during travel screening, 
including airport screening by the Transportation Security Administration and border screening 
conducted by Customs and Border Protection.137 
 

CONCLUSION  
 
 This White Paper pieces together previously unknown details about the federal 
government’s VGTOF/KST watchlist by synthesizing public materials and FOIA documents 
obtained from the FBI. However, because the FOIA documents are not comprehensive and only 
provide information until 2009, a number of informational gaps remain. For example, the

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documents do not reveal the extent to which VGTOF/KST information can be accessed by non-
law enforcement agencies at the state level or even certain private entities, which could impact 
everything from bail determinations and sentencing to employment prospects and access to the 
financial system. It is also unclear what criteria and procedures other agencies follow in 
nominating subjects, and how rigorously those agencies review nominations or redress 
complaints. Similarly, we do not know which agencies can nominate individuals for silent hit 
entries and what standard of review is used to vet them.  
 

Despite these knowledge gaps, the available information on the VGTOF/KST watchlist 
system leads to troubling conclusions. The system poses a serious threat to constitutional rights 
and civil liberties, as watchlisted individuals may be subject to unwarranted monitoring and 
surveillance, prolonged detention and questioning, and the stigmatization that comes with such 
law enforcement scrutiny. In addition, watchlisted individuals face the risk of mistaken 
dissemination of terrorist watchlist information to private third parties like employers and 
insurance companies.138 They may also face discrimination in immigration and naturalization 
proceedings.139 Despite the threat to these individuals’ due process and privacy rights, they have 
little recourse to challenge the watchlisting procedures.

I'm systematically subjected to organized stalking, surveillance and harassment by people in my neighborhood and 
countless individuals whenever I leave my home. I am followed on the streets, to stores, parks, restaurants,  public 
restrooms, doctor appointments, and every other place I go to. I was under surveillance and bullied at three different 
places of  employment. I am also stalked by perpetrators in vehicles. Tracking appears to be accomplished with the 
help of  devices the perpetrators carry in backpacks, by watching, and use of  cell phones which they always have in 
hand and often point in my direction. When going places I looked up online or mentioned in a phone conversation, 
there will be people standing around that place when I arrive, all looking directly at me, with cellphones in hand. If  
I'm walking into a building, two to three of  those waiting, will walk in with me. These perpetrators often make eye 
contact to let me know I'm being watched. I have constant interference with normal flow of  daily life, making almost 
every task difficult or impossible. Perpetrators can access all of  my online communication, bank and credit card 
statements, my online medical record, pharmacy prescriptions, cell phone texts, and listen to all conversations. I have 
frequent problems with electronics, internet, and cable. I cancelled my Facebook account because of  online bullying. 
I've had break-ins with personal belongings misplaced or items planted. All of  this causes me to feel acute stress. I 
was diagnosed with PTSD. 
Please describe your experience if/when you reported the crimes to law enforcement.  
I didn't file a police report. 
Please describe your experience of  being misdiagnosed by mental health professionals if  
applicable:  
I was misdiagnosed as being delusional, paranoid, bipolar disorder, schizoaffective disorder, and as being hyper-
vigilant.

Have you experienced coordinated stalking? 
I have experienced coordinated stalking as a citizen living in California. It took me a long time to figure out what was 
going on in my life and why I kept having these bizarre experiences with people in my local area.  
As a female, it has been terrorizing and has made living a daily life a constant concern. There were people around 
the town whom I did not know, but they knew all about me. They would say things to me only someone who knew 
me would know. They would follow me when I went go to work, home, school, or anywhere else. I finally could not 
take anymore and moved out of  the area. The harassment stopped temporarily, but started up again after a few 
months at the new location. 
Have you reported coordinated stalking to law enforcement? 
I alerted law enforcement to the situation and was told that since I did not show any signs of  being harassed, stalked 
or physically injured, that maybe I didn't really have a problem.  
This was with the police department in the City of  Martinez several different times in 2015-2017.  
The officers that I spoke with were doubtful that what I was saying was actually happening. I had to call them several 
times after finding people on my property that I did not know. They would come out or I would have to go down to 
the police department to file a report.  
If  a victim doesn't have proof  of  credible threat of  violence or doesn't know the names of  the parties involved in 
organized stalking, the court will not approve a restraining order. The language in the temporary restraining order 
describing prohibited behavior is clear and it is the same behavior that is going on in organized stalking. 
My experience through the courts regarding temporary restraining orders, domestic violence vs civil harassment, 
showed me the areas of  the law that do not protect the victims. In a civil harassment restraining order, there is a 
requirement to show a credible threat of  violence.  
Have you been mis-diagnosed by mental health professionals?	 
I did not seek assistance from a mental health professional. The experiences I had with local law enforcement was 
enough to show me that it would not be in my best interest to seek any kind of  assistance.  
Resulting effects on your life:	  
Organized stalking has changed my life tremendously. I no longer live freely or feel safe. I have had so much stress 
over this. It has caused me problems at work, where I live and with my family and friends. For a long time, I think my 
family and friends thought I was losing my mind. I have experienced stalking before in a domestic violence situation 
years ago, and in my opinion, organized stalking produces the same negative PTSD symptoms.  
As a victim of  this type of  harassment, I can tell you that the damage this type of  behavior has on a person is 
devastating. You feel like you cannot trust anyone. You feel isolated and targeted. You look to law enforcement and 
professionals and are told they cannot help you if  you don't know who these people are or you do not have proof  of  
the harassment.  
A campaign is needed to enlighten law enforcement officers to this type of  organized stalking and a law needs to be 
put forth to protect the victims this is happening to.

Have you experienced coordinated stalking? 
The stalking started slowly with just a couple of  men. They watched me constantly, followed me to restaurants, but 
did not order food. Followed me in daily activities, e.g., grocery stores, pharmacies, medical appointments, 3-day stay 
in hospital. 
In 2014, the stalking got much more intense with many people overtly following me, blocking my entry/exit from 
work and home and everywhere I traveled daily. Some covered their license plates or removed their plates. Many 
used personalized license plates with my nickname JAX. Subsequently, the same vehicle would follow me, with the 
same driver and with what appeared to be the same car with a different, switched license plate.

I told the officer that one of  my stalkers was a tenant who drove a limo, whose office 
was in my building. The suspect would block my entry into the parking lot. He also drove a vehicle without plates. 
He followed me constantly. The officer did not investigate anything. 

The suspect followed me 
when I went to lunch, blocked and followed me when I got off  work. The Burlingame Police officer scolded me and 
offered to take me to a mental ward and be admitted into a hospital. He asked me for my husband's phone number 
and called him. The officer told my husband "to take care of  the matter" but the officer did not tell my husband 
what 'the matter' was.

I was told by a former neighbor and a 
fake friend that the only way for me to report the crime was to go outside the state.They lent me use a car and I 
drove to Arizona. I waited for the Sheriff  to arrive and told him what was happening, but he ignored my complaint 
and arrested me instead  because the car I drove was reported stolen. The sheriff  told me that I was not "Jorge 
Vazquez" and on his report he falsely added that I was arrested before on marijuana charges. (I have his report) 
I enforced my Miranda rights, but the organized stalking and harassment continued at La Paz Adult Detention 
Facility in Parker AZ. When I refused to sign any documents, they dragged me to a room while I was handcuffed, 
stripped me completely naked, threw me on the floor and assaulted me. I sustained bodily injuries and was placed in 
solitary confinement for three days. They refused me medical attention and I almost lost my leg. My case was abuse 
of  due process under the color of  law with malicious prosecution.  
My case was dismissed on 5-9-19. When I got out on 5-29-18, the guard threatened me that if  I do not sign the 
papers which I refused to sign at the beginning, he would not release me. They also conducted a search without my 
consent or knowledge and seized some of  my property including evidence to prove my case in court. My public 
defender and prosecutor tried to declare me mentally incompetent to stand trial three times (rule 11) and each time 
the results were that I'm sufficiently competent to stand trial. I complained to the state bar and they were disciplined.

Any public place I 
would go people would make rude comments trying to provoke me into an argument and would invade my personal 
space.

My house was broken into multiple times and they would only take small items with very little value. Many times 
they took an oil I liked to use. I’d buy I new bottle and they would take it over and over again. On one occasion they 
even returned the bottle of  oil empty. All my electronic devices were hacked into, even my work computer. They 
would make it impossible to use my cell phone because they would press buttons every time I was on a call. Once Hi 
was written in the notes of  my phone and I did not write it. I had apple reset my phone twice but every time it would 
be hacked again. Because of  all of  this I didn’t feel safe at home or anywhere I would go.

I did not report anything because I didn’t think I had enough evidence and that I would be believed.

I was living alone and didn’t feel safe so I eventually moved in with my family.

Since divorcing my husband (he decided to transgender, thinking he would be happier as a woman) I have 
experienced nonstop 3rd party stalking and harassment, vandalism and theft. My ex is part of  a wealthy highly 
narcissistic family and I soon learned, from the ex-husband of  my ex’s sister, that this is what the family does when 
someone seeks divorce from one of  their clan. He was cut off  from their two children, and my ex is trying to do the 
same with me.  
Our daughter, an only child, has been told that I’ve become psychotic and that I may commit suicide. She is afraid to 
talk to me now, feeling that this will upset her too much. During the divorce, my ex hired a woman to help him/her 
with our daughter who was 12 at the time.

For 
example when I leave the house wearing yellow I see a lot of  yellow taxis behind, to the side and ahead of  me. On 
days I wear blue I no longer see any yellow taxis but am followed around by a lot of  blue cars.This has been 
happening every day. 
Another feature of  my organized stalking is a huge smear campaign where I have been told that someone heard that 
I was a pedophile, others heard that I was the Queen of  a Burglary Ring and another person heard I hit someone 
with a broom.

My long time friends and many relatives are all under 
the impression that I have done something wrong, but they won't tell me the details. 
The other feature of  my organized stalking is all day coincidences. If  I am painting inside my house with green paint 
on a canvas I will get a creepy cryptic call from Ace Hardware with a woman blaring into the phone Sale Today at 
Ace 50% off  on all green paint. So I am under the impression that I am being surveilled inside my own home and 
then made to feel unsafe with people calling me to tip me off  to what I am doing during the day in the privacy of  my 
home. So coincidences all day long are actually ways that I am being terrorized. People making contact with me in 
strange ways to make me feel as though I am under surveillance. 
Have you reported coordinated stalking to law enforcement? 
Yes. Around 2003 I returned to our home in San Francisco after being out all day and found that my brother-in-law, 
Lewis Lock, had broken in. I chased him out the back door to his bottom unit in the same building. When I told him 
I was reporting this to police he told me go ahead, see what I do to you next. A threat. I then contacted police and 
they would not take my report. I went back to the police department a couple of  days later and begged them to take 
the report because many other strange things were happening with Lewis Lock. The officer then directed me to 
Officer Kelly Dunn for a psyche evaluation. I thought that was strange but did it anyway. After spending several 
hours in an interview with Officer Kelly Dunn of  SFPD she made up a report stating that she thought I was 
suffering from schizophrenia, yet she did not add into the report that my home had been broken into by Lewis Lock 
and that he admitted to it.

At the time, I was 
seriously ill, and something was done to me while I was  working a Blackjack game - completely incapacitating so 
that I could not run my game and probably done to scare me into leaving my job. Since then I have lived with 24/7  
complete life interference.  And if  one has not experienced this atrocity, one would likely never believe it.  I don’t 
generally share this problem with anyone except other people experiencing the same atrocities.  
I have also experienced strange behavior from suspect neighbors and from persons unknown to me while shopping 
or going about my daily business in my smallish town, at medical appointments and cancer treatments. I have heard 
the suspect neighbors telling their children not to feel sorry for me, as if  I am an aberration. This is hate being taught 
to children.   
I have heard of  myself  referred to as a child molester, animal, elderly abuser, thief, liar, and a drunk. This sort of  talk 
keeps people from wanting to know me, and certainly helps clear the way for unadulterated harassment. And yet, I 
have needed to work and support myself.  I was often made aware that calls were made to different employers, and 
work life then became unstable and unsafe.  With each new employer it would begin again:  jokes made about me as 
I tried to work.  At one point I walked into County Mental Health just to check myself.  I was quickly deemed clear 
thinking, well spoken, nicely dressed, obviously in charge of  myself  - not exhibiting any signs of  mental illness. 
So life is more than difficult.  Knowing that I am under 24/7 surveillance, that neighbors and strangers may be 
involved is more than a little daunting.  Every day is a battle to keep going.  All exhausting and never ending.  A few 
years ago I was diagnosed with Chronic Leukemia.

None of  this is normal or okay.  This is an unseen crime that it seems anyone with enough funds can pursue, and it 
should not be allowed to happen to any citizens or anyone anywhere.

My experience with coordinated stalking is that our family are the victims of  organized stalking. Whenever we leave 
our house, there is a white car waiting in the street, and someone usually gets out of  it. They stare at us, and when 
we leave, they go to the apartment of  a person we know is the main stalker. Several cars follow us everywhere. When 
we go to the store, the stalkers know someone at the store and they are in on the stalking.

I experience mobbing when 
I shop at the grocery store, Office Depot, Home Depot, and CVS. I have no privacy. My phone conversations, 
medical history, conversations with attorneys, are repeated in a scripted manner by strangers in public, wh 
intentionally place themselves near me. I experience daily home invasions that involve moving personal items/
furnishings, damaging walls, moving food in the fridge, etc. My car has been vandalized, cell phones have 
disappeared and sometime re-appeared. My phone, security, and computers are hacked.  
Recently, I visited the ER as an outpatient for several days, and was shocked to experience stalking and harassment 
in the ER parking lot by three nurses and by another patient whose room I shared while waiting for treatment. The 
man claimed to have a hurt foot, but participated in the predictable scripted conversations that I experience in public 
by strangers. His foot had a healthy color, neither swollen nor mis-shaped.  
I experience men yelling "fuuuuuck" angrily into my open car window so much that I keep my windows up when 
driving near pedestrian areas. I repeatedly have men running towards me (not athletes) when walking by myself  at 
night; sometimes with something like a camera; once with an 6' tree branch. There is always someone waiting for me 
in the still of  the night, just to let me know I am not alone.  
I had my front door re-keyed twice within the last 8 days. It does no good. My vehicle was moved in a parking garage 
to a spot I did not park it in. I experience regular stealth entry into my home. These are expert criminals.  
I experience doppelgangers of  people I have known or know now in my life. The amount of  effort to research and 
accomplish this astounds me. If  it is someone I knew 30 years ago, they appear as they looked then, dressed in 
clothing, jewelry, hairstyle even shoes as I knew them. Face, body type. A doppelganger of  my own mother, who 
passed 10 years ago, appeared recently at the grocery store. The resemblance was striking. At Seaport Village, a 
group of  five black men jumped out of  a car, dressed in red and loudly shouted at me that I am a racist. Then a 
woman wearing a burka walked by and said, “yes she is a racist”. A man glided by on an electric scooter chiming in 
“yes, she is a racist”, and called me a bitch. A mob gathered around me, yelling and filming me. The intent of  that 
abusive stalking/confrontation was to invoke fear.

I have reported multiple break-ins, property disturbances that were coordinated, incidents where men ran up close to 
me with a black photo-lens camera (I now see men downtown all the time with those cameras around their neck, 
acting like they are taking photos of  something right in back of  me), a front door jam that was repeatedly busted.

I have been a victim of  coordinated stalking for a while now. My experience first started about a year after I moved 
into my new neighborhood. I started noticing that when I leave my driveway someone would leave at the exact same 
time as me. I thought it was just a coincidence until it started happening more and more often. That was my first 
experience. Then I started noticing that I was being followed to and from work by complete strangers that were 
unknown to me.  Next, road bullying began to occur. Every time I reached a corner block, a car would be waiting for 
me at that same exact moment. This happened more and more often and at various times in the morning such as 
5:30am or 6:00am. That was my second experience.  
My third experience then started with noise campaigns while I was at home. Car alarms being set off  at random by 
my neighbor and followed by other neighbors. The noise campaigns would occur in the morning, various times in 
the afternoon and at night. Neighbors with motorcycles would also turn on their engines and rev their engines, 
which could then be heard by anyone within 2 blocks of  my home. The noise was so loud that it would draw your 
attention to the origins of  where it was coming from outside.

I tried to file multiple police reports about the noise campaigns and coordinated stalking with the police in Elk 
Grove, Sacramento County and West Sacramento County; all police representatives said they could do nothing 
about it since there was no single perpetrator or restraining order in place. This is where a loophole in the law exists 
and our complaints are unjustifiably ignored. Coordinated stalking is an instance of  bullying, however, it is not 
investigated by the police.

I met him and officer 
Mat at a Chevron gas station. Officer Jamie followed me to my house to write a report and told me that I would be 
able to pick up a copy of  the report in a few days. It appeared that Jamie Cartwright was completely coherent and 
understood the information I provided to him at the time. When I arrived at the police department to get a copy of  
the report, I was in disbelief  at the single paragraph the officer had filed in the report. He twisted the information he 
had taken from me to make it appear as if  I were delusional. At that point I realized that this was something much 
bigger than just me. The stalking continues to this very day, and although over time I have adapted to living with the 
constant stalking, it is difficult to live a normal, happy life with those constantly stalking me in the shadows of  my 
every footstep.

There are stalkers that appear intimidating, making it obvious they are there to 
watch me. Another example is when strangers walk by me and say, "there he is" or "that's him." I have also 
overheard people comment on what I have been doing inside my house while I was alone. These people throw what 
appear to be signals to each other. These events have not just happened on a few occasions, but multiple times on a 
daily basis. 
Have you reported coordinated stalking to law enforcement?	  
Dates and times will take time to get and can be provided at another time. I have contacted the Elk Grove Police 
Department approximately 3 times and the FBI once.The EGPD dismissed my claims of  coming home from work 
and finding the gas on my stove turned on (I live alone and don't cook).  
They tried to derail me and my other claims and suggested I get a psych evaluation. I also filed reports about 
incidents of  theft and vandalism that have mounted up, but hey have not been investigated.  
Police reports are biased and written in the favor of  other parties, when I have not been at fault. When I file a report 
or defend myself  against the organized stalkers and their set-ups,  I am treated as the perpetrator by the police, even 
though I have been victimized. This has occurred multiple times. I, along with others in CA, were asked to submit 
organized stalking statements to the FBI in Southern California, and there was supposed to be an agent assigned to 
our cases. I submitted my statement in Northern California and asked them to forward it to the FBI office in 
Southern California.

Since 2004, a vindictive former employer has been stalking and tracking me using many electronic stalking tools. I 
was never close to the man, and kept my distance while I was his employee because his behavior was off  the wall and 
I felt an air of  contempt and ridicule in his demeanor when we were in the office together. I believe he is stalking me 
as a way to inflict emotional damage or perhaps to become adept at new technology as it comes onto the market. I 
also believe my former boss has recruited friends or associates to help him at times. lt was a kind of  sick 
entertainment for them. I think my former employer picked me as target practice. I didn't do anything to him. 
A computer repair company owner found a keystroke logger and viruses on my computer. His report stated that 
there were hacking programs and my computer was being monitored and controlled remotely. I changed my phone 
number three times in a month due to cell phone harassment. A private investigator detected a digital signal at my 
home commonly emitted by certain mobile tracking devices. He said that his own cell phone began to exhibit the 
same symptoms I had previously reported. It would power on and off  and his calls became interrupted. He was 
forced to discard that phone.

I initially reported suspicions of  being organized stalked to Murrieta police department in September 2004, but they 
didn't believe me. I gave the name, age, address and other information about my suspected stalker to Murrieta police 
in a November 2004 report. That cellular phone tapping report was followed by a vandalism report about a month 
later in which I also named my former boss as a suspect. 
Please describe your experience of  being misdiagnosed by mental health professionals if  applicable.  
I was ordered to undergo a 72-hour mental health observation in January 2005. That was ordered after I fired a gun 
into the ceiling. I suspected an intruder when I heard someone walking on the roof. I started seeing a therapist who 
was initially skeptical of  my claims and said they could be written off  as delusional or psychotic. During our first 
interview, he also thought I may be bipolar.

Have you experienced coordinated stalking? 
My family and I are suffering from the torture of  coordinated stalking and harassment. This is the most criminal act 
in the state of  California and the United States. My family and I have suffered assaults, property invasion, car 
sabotage, verbal attacks, transgressions on my personal life as well as on our social security numbers, bank accounts 
and passports. They have distributed my picture, my family’s personal information, my license plate number, and 
wired and incapacitated my vehicle. These perpetrators have also posted my personal information on social websites, 
hacked and interfered with the use of  my cellphone and computer. Participants include my co-workers, neighbors 
and other community based stalkers.  
Myself  and my family’s lives have been disrupted. We are forced to alter our work hours and make repeated doctor 
visits, who don’t understand our symptoms.

Have you experienced coordinated stalking? 
I've experienced moderate to occasional coordinated stalking by multiple persons for 47 years. All of  the following 
examples have been and/or are presently being done to me. None are impossible or even difficult to execute (labor 
intensive, yes). What’s impossible is to get anyone to believe that any of  this is going on. My life has changed 
drastically. Up until this started, my life was normal, but this is no longer so.  
My life became filled with inexplicable annoyances and a changed, strange demeanor in other people. Blatant or 
subtle, these things are noticeable. One does not plan or expect to notice them. If  it's there, it's noticed. Since the 
same type of  events were happening over and over, it became obvious that someone was causing this. Initially, I’d see 
a half  a dozen people who were often around me, but these days there seems to be an infinite supply of  these 
strangers stalking me. I've become skilled at picking them out when I'm out and about. 
Now my closest neighbors are all involved as well. Everyone experiences annoyances - major and minor ones. There 
are a million things that happen and any one of  them may occur at any time. But how often does one of  these things 
occur in a person's life? Once a day? Once a week? Enough to become a major part of  one's life? No, but for me it 
does. There are millions of  ways to annoy someone, and noise is probably the easiest. One’s home is no longer a 
refuge. Noise, knocking on the walls, clicks, snaps, etc. that deprive me of  sleep. Random neighbors help with the 
harassment.  
Odors are often used. All manner of  usually pleasing or enticing scents are commonly found in peoples’ lives. But 
someone manufactures strange, indescribable odors for the purpose of  harassment. Lingering or transitory, strong or 
subtle, mild or overwhelming, they appear in my apartment or car, on clothing, my body, breath or hair, anywhere at 
anytime. These scents don’t dissipate like regular odors/fragrances.  
I have long known that there are cameras in my apartment. I can’t find them, but in recent times I’ve had proof  of  
sorts, but items can be wiped off  my hard drive and any other form of  proof  can be discovered and stolen. Breaking 
and entering into my apartment and car occur at will and my phone is tapped and computer hacked. They go 
through my garbage, too. There were two periods of  time when my cat’s behavior was affected, and then a longer 
period of  time when I believe my cat was suffering. 
Have you reported coordinated stalking to law enforcement?	 
No 
Have you moved because of  coordinated stalking? 
No 
Have you been mis-diagnosed by mental health professionals? 
I saw a psychiatrist to explain and convince her that I was truly being harassed. But she just said that I wasn’t and 
that I was a schizophrenic.  
Resulting effects on your life: 
I have many stress-filled hours, and I just weather it. When the stalking and harassment was dormant everything was 
cool, but then when it started up again I attempted suicide. A website explained that pills were good for suicide, but it 
is not so. A doctor told me they were more or less “user friendly.” I no longer feel suicidal, it kind of  went away. Now 
I feel a little like a 3rd party observing what people are doing. My neighbors somehow think they’re doing a good 
thing.

Have you experienced coordinated stalking?	  
Yes, coordinated stalking was the initial harassment I perceived. 
Have you reported coordinated stalking to law enforcement?	 
On April 30, 2015 a group of  people, including myself, who also victims of  coordinated stalking, went to the FBI 
headquarters in New York, at 26 Federal Plaza. We filed a report and each got a copy of  our individual complaint 
relating to coordinated stalking and other harassments. Unfortunately, we did not get a a follow up from the FBI. 
Have you moved because of  coordinated stalking? 
Yes, and the crimes are much worse in populated cities. The environment around the person is used to keep them 
distracted and in a constant state of  anticipation. 
Have you been mis-diagnosed by mental health professionals?	  
I was misdiagnosed with delusional disorder and schizophrenia. I told the therapist the truth, that I am bieing being 
stalked and harassed by my family, friends, neighbors, co-workers, and strangers. 
Resulting effects on your life: 
All the effects and symptoms, psychological and physical, are detrimental to me. I suffer from chronic depression, 
compartmentalization, degradation of  memory, poor attention and learning skills. I became aware of  the 
harassments at 18 years old, before my brain even completely developed, and I’ve been held back from leading a 
normal life. I was living in an over populated city of  8 million people. I was uneducated, young, stupid, and living in 
poverty while being subjected to the worst form of  stalking and harassment. I've been deprived of  life and liberty 
and tortured since my teenage years. I do not know as of  yet if  I have sustained permanent brain damage from this 
horrific experience.

Have you experienced coordinated stalking?	  
My coordinated stalking started in 2011 in West Hollywood, CA. I was stalked by several neighbors at my apartment 
complex at 1050 N. Laurel Avenue, West Hollywood, CA. I lived at that complex for 25 years without any problems 
until the last several years when extreme xenophobia and racism started building up. I didn’t associate with the new 
neighbors, who gave me bad vibes. Most of  them were meth junkies and extreme alcoholics who were deadbeats and 
unemployed. This was all later attributed as “Post 9/11 Syndrome" and I, being an Indian-Muslim, became a 
perfect victim. Harassment ensued via projected and directed conversations. I complained to the landlord, and what 
ensued after that was full-on bullying and even more harassment. They were trying to convince the new neighbors 
that I was a terrorist. Those who can’t control you will control the way others see you. They were gaslighting me by 
saying that I was crazy and that nothing happened and it was all my imagination, instilling in me self-doubts. They 
were experts in pure gaslighting and extreme narcissism. It became so bad, that after 25 years I had to vacate my 
residence. I moved a few blocks away, as I wanted to stay in West Hollywood, CA. Several months later, they 
restarted the stalking campaign and influenced my neighbors at the new location. They, too, banded together to get 
me “out”. What followed was highly organized community stalking, all because I was a person of  a certain race who 
was standing up to them. I briefly became homeless after that. Since then, I experience coordinated stalking by 
strangers everywhere I go. At train stations I am being pushed from the back, hence, street harassment. At the 
grocery store my cart was taken away while I was not looking and conveniently placed outside, making it appear that 
I was stealing and running away with the goods. The stalkers hang out outside the stores at the malls using their 
earphones and cell phones to track my whereabouts. It continues to this day. 
Have you reported coordinated stalking to law enforcement?:	 
Not in so much detail. After I moved from N. Laurel Avenue to N. Hayworth Avenue, I filed two reports of  
harassment with the West Hollywood Sheriff  when the perpetrators were flashing camera-flashes at my window in 
an attempt to intimidate me. The officers came and took down my information, but there was no real follow-up as I 
was driven out of  there. 
Have you moved because of  coordinated stalking?	  
To date, I have moved at least 9 times since 2011. That includes living in motels, with friends and at the community 
housing shelters. 
Have you been mis-diagnosed by mental health professionals?	  
I have not been misdiagnosed as of  yet, though I have received medication to help me sleep better when I experience 
sleep deprivation due to stress. My counselors here are well aware of  coordinated stalking and they are believers, but 
they still have to treat it as a sleep disorder. 
Resulting effects on your life: 
I have been on disability for almost 5 years and before that on GR. Additionally, I’m pretty much isolated from 
family and friends and I'm unemployed. I have weight loss, sleep deprivation and have lost my hearing.

Have you experienced coordinated stalking?

I have not been misdiagnosed by a health professional. I have been offered medication for the anxiety that these 
attacks can create, but have chosen not to take such measures.

This issue has robbed me of  the peaceful enjoyment of  my home. The effects have made the task of  earning a 
college degree exponentially more difficult. Though I choose to be positive and find joy in each day, I would be less 
than honest if  I did not admit the intense emotional toll that this ongoing experience has exacted on my quality of  
life. The mental effort required to study, take a walk, go grocery shopping and the other normal daily tasks in the 
midst of  the daily barrage of  harassment is immense. No one deserves to go through this. We need legislators to 
stand with California citizens to stop these crimes. Crimes that are affecting our communities at an ever-increasing 
rate. Please help stop the degradation of  our state by these abuses.

The day I realized and became hyper-aware that something was going on with me, was May 19, 2018, which was 
Armed Forces Day. Since that day I have experienced a lot of  what I call “street harassment” or just people in public 
who I do not know acting much different from what I would call “normal”.  
Many times there are white vehicles tailing and following me to certain destinations, waiting outside my place or in 
the parking lots of  places I go to. I’ve had people pointing their cell phones at me to take videos or pictures. This also 
happened at my doctor’s office when one of  the nurses came up and took a picture of  me. Sometimes people with 
professional cameras come up to me and take my photo. Once, everyone inside a beauty store (15 people or more ) 
were all filming me on their phones, which was the scariest experience ever. Strangers come onto my property and 
take pictures of  my home. People invade my personal space when I’m in checkout lines or shopping. White vehicles 
follow me around town and try to run me off  the road to cause an accident, or they chase me to a dead end street 
and block me from turning around and escaping.  
When I lived at a complex at 4669 Iowa Street, San Diego, CA 92116 from August 2018-July 2019, a bunch of  
people there would exit or enter whenever I went outside. When I went on a walk, they all came out of  their houses 
to intimidate me and prevent me from enjoying myself. Personal items such as clothes, phones and money were 
either stolen, moved, planted, or destroyed in my apartment. I found items in the refrigerator, underneath my 
kitchen sink and inside a cleaning bucket. My mail began disappearing or it wasn’t delivered at all.  
My Facebook, Gmail and others online accounts were hacked, and some I have not been able to recover due to 
password changes made by I don’t know who.  
Also, my food had been tampered with and I got sick. I also believe that I’ve possibly been drugged because many 
times I would feel completely normal and then suddenly become sleepy and pass out or blackout. One such scary 
experience occurred when I was woken up in my car by a police officer. I had “fallen asleep” at the wheel with a two-
year old in the car with me, whom I was talking home. I had strapped the baby in his car seat and then myself  got in 
the driver’s seat.The next thing I knew I was being awakened by two police officers. They harassed me for about 20 
minutes, making fun of  my appearance and the shoes I was wearing, and then they just left . It was a horrible and 
embarrassing experience. I still don't know what happened to me that night, but I do know I was not too tired to 
drive, otherwise I would never have attempted to take the kid I was watching home. I would have waited. I would 
later meet one of  the police officers again when I was falsely arrested. He was the officer waiting to put me in his car. 
At that time I had a panic attack and instead was taken to the hospital.  
I was later put into jail for two days for an alleged crime completely irrelevant to what I was initially being detained 
for, which was related to a domestic violence charge after I had thrown a lotion bottle cap at my partner. But that 
occurred after my partner had left the apartment, so I actually never pointed it anywhere near him. The police were 
just using anything they could to put me into the system, and unfortunately, I gave them a reason. 
Have you reported coordinated stalking to law enforcement? 
I did try to report the internet hacking crimes to the DOJ and FBI in September of  2018, but nothing was ever done 
and they didn’t even respond. 
Have you moved because of  coordinated stalking?	  
Yes, I moved to Tucson, AZ in July of   2019 and this was not by choice. I feel the people in the neighborhood I live 
in now are also behaving strange. 
Have you been mis-diagnosed by mental health professionals? 
I have not gone to see a psychiatrist out of  fear of  being misdiagnosed. My doctor has prescribed me an 
antidepressant, but it didn't work. 
Resulting effects on your life:	  
My life is completely in pieces. I don't have any friends any more, or a car or a job and I don’t receive any help. 
Nobody believes me. I am tired and worn out to the point of  wanting to die everyday. I have been seriously 
considering suicide for the last six months.

I have 
experienced since this day a lot of  what I call “street theater” or people just acting much different than what I would 
call “normal”. I had white vehicles sometimes tailing me and following me to certain destinations, or waiting outside 
my place or waiting in parking lots of  destinations I would go to. I had people pointing there cell phones at me and 
video or taking pictures of  me . This also happened at my doctors office one of  the nurses came up and took a pic of  
me . Sometimes I had people with professional cameras come up to me and take my photo. I had about everyone 
( 15 people or more ) inside a beauty store once all filming me on their phones which was the scariest thing ever . 
Strangers would come into my property and take pictures of  my home . people would invade my personal space 
when in line at checkouts or shopping. White vehicles would chase me around town and try to run me off  the road to 
get into accidents or they would chase me to a dead end and then block me from turning around to escape. I was 
always getting dirty looks and unfriendliness or I would completely be ignored . I had what seemed like a bunch of  
the people who lived in my complex at 4669 Iowa st. San Diego , ca 92116 where I lived from Aug 2018-July 2019. 
They would do same time exit or entry of  when I would go outside. If  I would try to go on a walk they would all 
come out of  their houses to intimidate me from enjoying myself  . I was having things inside my apt destroyed or 
stolen like clothes , phones or money. Objects were being placed in places I did not put them . Such as the 
refrigerator or underneath my kitchen sink inside cleaning buckets buried . My mail started disappearing or just not 
be delivered at all. I had my online accounts all hacked like Facebook, gmail, etc. some of  which I have not been able 
to recover due to password changes done by stalker. Also I have Had my food tampered with so I was sick to the 
point of  being bed ridden for weeks. And possibly drugged because I have had so many times I would be completely 
normal and then all of  the sudden I would become so sleepy I would pass out and blackout. One experience that was 
very scary was when I was woken up by a police officer in my car when I had “fallen asleep at the wheel” and I had a 
2 yr old in the car with me who I was taking home I had strapped the baby in his car seat and got in the drivers seat 
and next thing I knew I was being woken up by a police officer 2 actually , and they just harassed me for about 20 
mins making fun of  my appearance and the shoes I was wearing etc and then they just left . it was horrible I felt so 
embarrassed . I still don’t know what happened to me that night but I do know I was not too tired to drive otherwise 
I would of  never attempted to take the kid I was watching home . I would of  waited! That same police officer I 
would later meet again in the future when I was falsely arrested he was the officer waiting for me to be put in his car, 
which I then had a panic attack from and was instead brought to the hospital but still placed in jail for 2 days and 
then released for something completely irrelevant to the “crime” they took me in for which was something about 
domestic violence because I had thrown a bottle cap to a lotion at my partner and because I had a taser that I 
pressed the button on . But it was after my partner had left the apt already so I never pointed it anywhere near him, 
they were just using anything they could to get me put into the system and unfortunately I gave them a reason to. 
Have you reported coordinated stalking to law enforcement?	 
I did try to report some of  the internet hacking crimes to the DOJ and FBI in September 2018 but nothing was ever 
done or even responded to by them. 
Have you moved because of  coordinated stalking? 
Yes I moved to Tucson , AZ in July 2019 but this was not by choice and I feel the neighborhood I’m at is also acting 
strange. 
Have you been mis-diagnosed by mental health professionals? 
I have not actually went through with seeing a Psychiatrist in fear of  being mislabeled. I have been given medication 
for depression though from doctors. However it never seems to work. 
Resulting effects on your life: 
My life is completely in pieces . I have zero friends , no job , no car , no help from anyone . No one believes me . I 
am tired and worn out to the point of  wanting to die everyday. I have been considering suicide seriously now for the 
last 6 months.

Have you experienced coordinated stalking? 
Yes, and initially the stalking began to affect my work until I had to postpone the practice of  law to find a solution to 
the problem. 
Multiple individuals will coordinate a series of  stressful situations, for a few examples: 
• Delaying work, engaging in false rumor campaigns 
• Blocking egress/ingress 
• Very loud shouting/noises directed towards me 
• Overwhelming odors/stinkbombs 
• Out of  control children or leashless animals being thrust unto contact or very near contact 
• Series of  Vehicles consistently honking, tailgating, consistently spotlighting with highbeams 
• Vehicular assaults (near contact) 
• Orchestrated mobbing, crowding, aggression/foul language & physical assaults and battery 
• Calling of  police/swatting for very minor offenses (low cargo carrier, window tint) 
• Calling of  police/swatting on false pretense (weapons call for a wood-axe that laid deep in my trunk merited two 

cruisers on a weapons call) 
• People around you will loudly repeat your recent internet searches or concerns 
• Break-ins, stealing 
• Consistent hacking of  phone and cameras right before an attack occurs (i.e. phone set to a reboot mode and at the 

same time a dash cam would also fail) 
• Consistent hacking of  computer and phone when using google maps and need a location (i.e. disabling offline 

maps on two different phones simultaneously) 
• Service denial, degradation, and delay (including eating at restaurants, and shopping for groceries) 
Have you reported coordinated stalking to law enforcement? 
A few years ago, reported a near vehicular assault (car shadowed me in parking lot and nearly ran over my foot) to 
L.A. Area police. When I stated I was subject to stalking he increduously replied to the effect of  “come on, are you a 
millionaire?” Apparently it’s a crime only when done to rich people. 
• A few years before that, I was chased around by several men, at night, probably something like an hour, and over 

multiple miles. They aggressed, insulted, blocked me from parking, and made gun firing gestures at me. The LAPD 
police refused a report, and blandly stated that there was obviously no “sustained fear” - not a requirement under 
the statute.

Yes, in fact I used to live near Los Angeles, moved all the way up to the North West Coast of  California, and now I 
am in San Francisco.

None, have not sought their aid with this law enforcement issue.

Left the practice of  law to prevent harm on my clients and firm. Over the years I have spent my savings and time 
looking for a solution including looking for a place that didn’t have this practice - but it is clear that it is widespread.

I have had endless road bullying and sabotage of  my automobiles, stolen automobiles, hacking and stealing of  
several of  my phones, they steal my keys, belly packs, wallets, they rob my post office box, storages, home, my church 
to steal my music equipment and sabotage all means of  me being able to support myself, protect myself  or defend 
myself. They shut off  my electricity at the fuse box and pound on the house to harass me and when I am gone they 
break in and steal my belongings, especially if  it sabotages any means of  supporting myself. They have done severe 
bank fraud and identity theft, they follow me on foot and steal my backpacks, belly packs, keys and cellphones. 
Have you reported coordinated stalking to law enforcement? 
I have contacted the FBI and local authorities a number of  times and they claim to no nothing about coordinated 
stalking here in Fairfield, although the FBI scanned me with a wand and said that I have been severely 
microchipped. 
Have you moved because of  coordinated stalking? 
I’m not moving, I am concerned about others in my community. 
Resulting effects on your life: 
My life is being totally destroyed, sabotaged. This force is hell bent on seeing that I die a painfully orchestrated 
downward spiral to homelessness and death with no means of  recourse or the ability to defend myself, support my 
family or help my daughter and grand-daughter. And this is only the tip of  the iceberg in the brutality and diabolical

Have you experienced coordinated stalking? 
My landlords, “the David Reese family,” were the first hint, that I had a “covert stalking system” in place in my life, 
when I lived in their basement apartment in Petaluma, California. The Reese family went from being covert to 
blatant stalkers when they confessed to spying on me in attempts to blackmail me. Shortly after I informed the 
Housing Authority that they had not disclosed the health risks of  mice living in the walls of  my apartment. 
On February 1st, 2018, Dave Reese and his daughter Rosie Reese confessed to my face of  illegally spying and 
investigating me, without my knowledge or consent. Rosie rationalized her family’s undisclosed crime — that aimed 
at taking advantage of  a sickly tenant (such as me) — and thought nothing of  exposing me to mice toxins, all the 
while taking advantage of  Section 8 and myself, to pay their reduced monthly mortgage payment of  $600. Rosie 
explained that they didn’t feel bad not telling me what poisonous toxins and mice contaminations I would be exposed 
to,because with my tumor present they figured I would die young anyway. 
Rosie confessed to the fact that she and her fiancé, (along with the whole family), had been listening to my cell phone 
conversations, reading my text messages, and emails, along with my private documents inside my laptop computer. 
She proudly announced to me that she had spent the last six months in full time study of  my life. Rosie began to give 
me vivid details to prove that she had examined every detail of  my life. She twisted my life events like a self  
proclaimed judge, jury and prosecutor to frame me for crimes that were preposterous. For example, she claimed I 
was a murderer because I had undergone a few abortions. In actuality I had to have abortions to save my own life 
because my disability didn’t allow my body to carry a child. Rosie, additionally mentioned details that could have 
only been obtained by reading them from my computer. She confessed that they had watched me use the toilet and 
shower while naked with a camera they had installed in a new fan system in 2017. 
During these years my art studio landlord in Petaluma, Ms. Freddy Rohlin, had also been involved with my character 
defamation. Freddy also stole a prized bronze sculpture I had painfully created, worth anywhere from $8,000-
$30,000. I suspect she was put up to this crime in order to further destroy me financially and send me into utter 
depression as a result of  losing such an amazing lifetime achievement. Officer Marcus Holmes told me she stole and 
sold my life size bronze sculpture without my permission. Freddy lied to my face, when I asked where it went, and 
without remorse told me that she had given it away to a metal collector! 
Due, to “the David Reese family’s,” blatant stalking and intensified harassment, including death threats, I was forced 
to move from their rental unit after the Sonoma fires. Between February 26 and March 12th of  2018, I underwent 
two frantic and traumatic trips to pack and move from Petaluma, California to Reno, Nevada, where my sister lives. 
Although I had made several attempts at finding another rental in the Petaluma area, my landlords, (who stalked my 
computer and phone) went to my potential future landlords and told them lies about my character, so even landlords 
that liked me upon meeting me changed their mind of  renting to me. 
Thinking I had found a place of  refuge in Reno was a a mistake. My sister Joanne gave me only one place to sleep, 
and that was along side her 11 year old son on an adjacent mattress on the floor. I was very uncomfortable and 
confused by these sleeping arrangements. Soon it became clear that her motive was to frame me for pedophile 
behavior. One night after I had given Joaquin a head massage to help him calm down and sleep, she came flying into 
the room and accused me of  making sexual moves on him. 
Additionally, Joanne’s son Christian Haze, age 23, was given a role in my harassment, both on a physical and 
emotional level, by inflicting violence. On the day we unloaded my stuff  into my Reno storage unit he laughingly 
smashed and threw my fragile things, while yelling and mocking me. His mission wasn’t complete until he stole both 
my full prescriptions of  Norco and Soma. Christian finished the day by throwing a violent fit and flung my furniture 
broken onto my sister’s lawn. 
My life in Reno, Nevada, continued with more of  the same, except that I was alone and susceptible to new 
harassments including: pranks with private inspectors, apartment managers, apartment inspectors, tenant spies, ex-
cops, doctor informants, PT therapist spies, and street harassment, staged by unknown strangers dropping clues of  
both the covert and blatant harassment at the David Reese family rental unit in Petaluma, California. 
Have you reported coordinated stalking to law enforcement? 
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February 13, 2018: I dialed 911. Officer John, came to my door and documented with his video recorder my story 
with the Reese family and their blatant harassment and illegal surveillance. While the officer was present, my phone 
charged like normal, but the minute he left, the charge stopped. Within a short while, I had no phone to 
communicate to any one of  the dangers I was in at the Reese apartment. I also had been struggling to repair my car, 
later learning that my landlords had cut a distributor wire. 
I walked a half  mile to the Petaluma Police Department to make a second report on the same day. I was made to sit 
for two hours, until Officer Marcus Holmes from Santa Rosa Sheriffs office came to talk to me. At first, he listened to 
my landlord’s harassment story with belief, but within 5 minutes, he began to accuse me of  mental illness and having 
a vivid imagination. 
Officer Holmes, visited the Reese family for a short while, and then spent the next two hours talking to me. The first 
hour he spent denying that my landlords were involved with any crimes, then changed his tune the second hour, 
confirming to me what tricks my landlords had been up to for years. He confessed that they had installed advanced 
spyware in my apartment, breaking and entering all summer long, snooping through my stuff. He told me they had 
installed spyware devises in my computers, in my fire alarms, in my bathroom fan, and made videos of  me 
undressing and having sex with my boyfriend. 
He informed me that my life in Sonoma County was over after 55 years of  being a native. He suggested that I moved 
to Reno for safety reasons, and that if  I tried to get Officer John to testify for me in court, that he would make sure I 
ended up in jail. 
Have you moved because of  coordinated stalking? 
Yes, I not only moved, but also had to move to another state and city Reno, NV, away from all my friends and my 
established community. 
Have you been mis-diagnosed by mental health professionals? 
In California, I was a medically challenged patient dealing with a tumor in addition to joint pain, but had no record 
of  addiction or mental illness. However, when I sought medical help at the ER in Reno after my Norco disappeared, 
the perpetrators urged my doctors to deem me a drug addict due to my withdrawal from opiates. These accusations, 
caused false assumptions, that I had a mental disorder. That was a misdiagnoses of  my PTSD  symptoms. 
Without my knowledge the Reno ER doctor prescribed me an anti-depressant drug while I was withdrawing from 
Norco. These drugs felt addictive and disruptive to my nervous system. I quit the drug after a week. In the following 
months I continued to suffer from PTSD and my Reno doctors continued to read my symptoms as depression and 
anxiety, inferring mental instability. My anxiety ended the day I hired a California lawyer for the life altering 
damages caused by “The David Reese family”. 
Resulting effects on your life: 
I find myself  alone in one of  the most isolated living conditions I have ever known. I live in a HUD funded senior 
apartment complex in downtown Reno, with people that are 10-20 years older than myself. The environment is the 
complete opposite of  the Northern California community I have known for 55 years. This city has put a damper on 
my generally optimistic attitude. I have difficulty finding new friends, in addition to the blatant covert harassment 
with people who do not respect the law. 
My health has declined due to new tumor growth caused by excessive walking and stress. For the first time in my life, 
I have 75 percent foot paralysis. This has decreased my ability to get out and engage in life.  
As a result, I find myself  not only alone to deal with a crippling, life threatening disease, but I also lost my Medical 
insurance and have no money to see my specialist at UCSF in California, at $750 a visit. Not only does Reno not 
have an oncologist that is familiar with my rare tumor, but the city of  Reno, has denied me home care and rides to 
see the cancer specialist here, forcing me to take long bus trips and walk an excess of  over an hour to see my 
oncologist. 
Every member of  my family, (except my brother), has been threatened or paid off, and have turned against me 
withdrawing any help to move me back to California to save my life. I believe that the very fact that I stay positive 
and determined to return to California is testament to my stable mental state of  mind.

Have you experienced coordinated stalking? 
Our neighbors began spying. Strange vehicles park down the street for long periods of  time in front of  empty lot. 
Strangers want to become friends only to turn out as perpetrators gathering intel in order to influence old friends. 
Repeated strangers prowling with cellphones at the front door and backyard. Caregivers and medical professionals 
harassing us. Grocery store clerks making odd claims and remarks. Computers compromised rendering them 
unusable. Family members making odd assertions. Online harassment and sabotage during chat. 
Have you reported coordinated stalking to law enforcement? 
APS was called in Merced County. 
FBI contacted from Calaveras County. 
APS Mariposa County called. 
Reported to Private security guard the parking lot stalking in the heart surgery center Fresno. 
Have you moved because of  coordinated stalking? 
I moved from Merced County to Santa Cruz County. 
Then from Santa Cruz County and Monterey County to Merced County. 
Family then moved from Merced County to Calaveras County. 
Father moved from Mariposa County to Calaveras County with us. 
We then moved from Calaveras County to Merced County. 
Have you been mis-diagnosed by mental health professionals? 
Mother injured repeatedly in care facilities and in nurse and fireman-owned assisted living facility in Tuolumne 
County. She experienced severe neglect resulting in near death. 
Same professionals relative to her case diagnosed me with anti-social personality disorder. 
Resulting effects on your life: 
Loss of  family, many friends, and proper medical and dental care. Loss of  proper home improvement hires who 
deliberately undermine and sabotage. Almost complete isolation of  21 years.  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Date: 09/10/2019

Have you experienced coordinated stalking? 
The coordinated stalking started on November 21, 2007. I had a BS degree from Cal State Univ. Long Beach, a 
fiancée, professional job making $37 an hour, had mountain climbing records, was doing motivational speeches — 
and it all ended. It was nuts. My life ended as I knew it. It was upside down. It is overwhelming but with the grace of  
God, I survived and have been able to cope with these crimes and abuses. For me, people do not follow me but 
rather, they know my whereabouts using mobile devices, no matter how nuts that sounds. The abuses are so awful to 
me. It is break-ins to my car, home, planting felony drugs, vandalism, much more. 
Have you reported coordinated stalking to law enforcement? 
Of  course, if  I called the police for all the stalking and harassment, I might be calling them every day or more. I save 
those for civil actions. As far as calling law enforcement, I have called for home burglary, planting drugs twice, car 
burglary, vandalism, hit and runs while parked — three times, and assault and battery. I do have all the report 
numbers.  
On February 14, 2017, I found what appeared to be crystal methamphetamine inside my small studio on a computer 
desk. After calling family and friends to validate the incident for self-protection, I called the Laguna Beach police 
(Report # E-17006320) and Police Officer Kyle Milot said it could be a felony drug. There are many more police 
report numbers I can find upon follow up. 
Have you moved because of  coordinated stalking? 
No, but I have moved to another county and the coordinated stalking continued. In the first 3 weeks, my car was 
vandalized. The sheriffs did not take the vandalism seriously. I filed a claim. On October 26, 2017, the Sheriff's 
department sent me a letter “Sustaining” my complaint, which means officer misconduct. I went to a county 
supervisor meeting and thanked them and said that I will not file a lawsuit. After that, the coordinated stalking 
lessened and the fact that I was less in a public area I feel contributed significantly to this. 
Have you been mis-diagnosed by mental health professionals? 
Yes. Then I discovered from a medical journal there is a medical scan to test and show the difference between 
“Normal vs. Schizophrenia Brains” for schizophrenia called a Positron Emission Tomography (PET) scan. So I had a 
PET scan performed by Dr. Jeffrey Dobkin, M.D. California License G-73366, Physician and Surgeon, registered 
with the State of  California and taken at Long Beach PET Imaging Center, now Memorial Care Imaging Center, 
prescribed by Long Beach Memorial Care Medical Hospital, Long Beach, California. The finding and opinion was 
“Normal” brain of  John Thomas Christiana. Report written by Dr. Jeffrey Dobkin, M.D. 
This scan and report has been “Granted” into evidence in 2018 after a "Request for Judicial Notice” in Orange 
County Superior Court. And in addition, accepted as evidence in small claims court where I initially won a small 
claims case for defamation when defendant said I “need help" for discussing the coordinated stalking and related 
persecutions. 
Resulting effects on your life: 
There is no way any person not affected can understand. My life ended as I knew it. I had 20 straight years of  
professional management employment consisting of  three employers. Now gone. Dating life ended. My 26 
motivational talks to charities ended. Everything changes. 
When you are subjected to the level of  harassment and coordinated stalking that I am, normal life ends. All that 
matters is getting your freedom and life back. It has extensively and adversely affected my family and my elderly 
mother. My father died. It is an attack on freedom and a strain and drain on society. It encourages crimes and abuse 
to the participants and who knows what other crimes to women (most victims are women) and society they will do
