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Overview & Requirements

This user guide explains how to configure the LOGFAS database ready for Replication.

Introduction

In an effort to reduce the amount of data being replicated it is important to remove the data that will not be
used during the execution phase of an Operation or Exercise.

Database Configuration

To enable best practice for the use of Replication between server database the following five step
configuration contained in this doucment is strongly recommended.

The Aim

To reduce the amount of data being replicated and remove any data that will not be required during the
execution phase, not withstanding the LOGREP requirements if a single database is used for both the Logistic
and M&T communities.
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Step 1. Import a Database

1. Importing a database allows you to restore a backup of a previous database, or to use one that was
exported from another computer.

2. To Import a database click on the Import < button in the tool bar. The 'Import Database' window
will appear.

3. Inthe Import File section, click the Browse button. An '‘Open’ window will appear allowing to
choose the file to import. It must be a valid PostgreSQL file with a ".backup" extension.

4. Select the “.backup” file and click the Open button.

5. The ODBC Name will be inserted automatically, alternatively enter an ODBC Name and Description
for the new database. The ODBC Name should begin with "LOGFAS_" but the system will add it
automatically if left off. Spaces are not allowed, so underscores should be used to represent a
space.

6. The maximum length of the ODBC Name is 24 characters.

7. Click the OK button to begin the import. It may takes some time and a progress bar will appear at
the bottom of the screen while it's working. When done, the imported database appears in the
main list.
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8. Double-click on the newly created database name to set it active and ready for use (validated by
in front of the name).

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If this is the first time the DDP has been opened in EVE an “Initialize EVE Movements” dialog will
open, selecting any of these will result in Passenger and Cargo requests being generated for
Unsourced Movements Legs (UMLs). If this doesn’t open then the DDP has already been initialised
in EVE which means it has been opened previously.

Wiith LOGFAS Yersion 6.0 ADAMS and EVE use the same storage space
in the database for missions, so any change in ADAMS or EVE is
immediately visible in the other application.

The only data that needs to be seperated is the mission time {since EVE
uses real times and ADAMS uses times relative to G day) and manifest
data (EVE is based an manifest requests and ADAMS based on unit
movernents)

By clicking OK, the current timings and manifest will be copied from
ADAMS to EVE, you can synchronize these again at a later stage if
wour ADAMS DDP changes.

You can aptionally convert unsourced ADAMS movernents into EVE
tnanifest requests by checking the boxes below

6. Requests can be generated by selecting the different MOTs Unsourced Movements. This will place
an unsourced Passenger or Cargo Request that can be accessed in the Request View (RV) in EVE.

7. This action should be confirmed with the AMCC or Flow Coordination Centre acting on behalf of the
AMCC, before any requests are generated.

8. To initialise the DDP click on the OK button.

5. Save the .eve file to an appropriate location and click on the Save button.

6. The export will begin, when the export is complete a dialog will open indicating if the export was
successful. Click on the OK button.

a. Thefirstis “Change imported Plan to”. Activating the check box will activate the Plan drop-down.
Any available plans can be seen in the drop-down. If no other plans are available, then the plan
must first be created in the Basic Data.

b. The second is “Change imported DDP to”. Activating the check box will activate the field, this is a
free text field. This should only be activated if the original name of the DDP/FEP is required to be
changed i.e if this DDP/FEP already exists in the database.

c. The third is a button “Select columns to import”. Clicking on this button will open the “please select
the columns that you want to import” window. Here you can specify what columns from the FEP
you want to import. It is recommended that all of these columns should be imported. Click on the
OK button to close this window.
