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Forewords

This document explains how to address the issue when browsing maps (“View Maps”) on the LOGFAS EVE
Web portal where the objects such as GeolLocs and Routes are shown on the wrong location on the map.
The required changes only affect server installations—clients workstation configuration is not affected.

The map view displays GeolLocs on a wrong location, and wrongly represents the routes as if they were
connected with straight lines.

The root cause of this issue is because English was not set as the default locale culture, typically because
EVE Web was not deployed on an English Windows Operating System (0OS). As a consequence of this
language setting, the coordinates for latitude and longitude are rounded to the full degree, resulting in
objects draw on the map at the wrong location.

- The workaround proposed here updates the EVE Web configuration to run in English language
mode, while the OS is unchanged.

- The server administrator needs to have granted permissions to edit/save the configuration file
(web.config) in order to implement the required changes'?

- In order to view the maps the user should be a member of the groups: “EVEWEB Users”, “EVEWEB
Map Viewers”.

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Settings for LOGFAS EVE WEB server
1. Onthe EVE WEB server edit the “web.config” file (see footnote 1) located by default at:

a. %PROGRAMFILES(x86)%\NATO\LOGFAS6\EVE Web\

2. Add the following line to the <system.web> section:
<configuration>
<system.web>
<globalization uiCulture="en" culture="en-US" />
</system.web>
</configuration>

3. Save the EVE Web configuration file. This immediately implements the change. No IIS reset or
similar is required.
