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Reasons supporting proposal: The department’s board of appeals is no longer located at the address the current rule 
provides for personal service.  It is possible the board of appeals could relocate again, so the department is opting not to 
include in the rule an address for personal service, and instead directs petitioners to follow the instructions supplied with the 
orders being challenged.
