Purpose: To prevent individuals not affiliated with an early learning program and not on its premises from viewing diaper 
changing areas. More specifically, early learning providers must cover, or otherwise obscure, any windows through which 
individuals on the public right of way could view the program’s diaper changing area to prevent them from viewing undressed, 
or partially undressed, infants and toddlers during diaper changes. Providers working in programs housed in buildings with 
occupants offering other services must prevent visibility of their diaper changing areas for people in the building not affiliated 
with their programs and not entering the licensee’s premises.  The department was petitioned to make this rule change.
